Saudis'would let Isradli jetsusetheir air spaceto attack Iran’

Saudi Arabiais prepared to let Isragli fighter jets use its airspace if it proves
necessary to attack Iran's nuclear program, an Isragli TV station reported Tuesday,
highlighting growing tiesinthe shadow of Tehran'snuclear drive.

Riyadh's only conditionisthat Israel make some kind of progress in peace talks
with the Palestinians, Channdl 2 reported Tuesday, citing an unnamed senior European
source. "The Saudi authorities are completely coordinated with Israel on all matters
relatedtoIran,” the European official inBrusselssaid.

Jerusalem and Riyadh do not have diplomatic ties, but unconfirmed reports have
swirled for years of coordination between them against the common enemy of Iran, a
partnership that may ramp up should theworld powersreach areportedly emerging deal
that would all ow Tehranto continueenriching some uranium.

Thereport claimed the Saudi authorities had madetheir position clear invarious
unspecified diplomatic discussionsonthe matter.

"The Saudis have declared their readiness for the Israeli Air Force to overfly
Saudi air space enrouteto attack Iran if an attack isnecessary," the TV report said. All
that they ask is"somekind of progress' onthe Palestinianissue.

Being able to use Saudi airspace would allow Isragli planes a shortcut to reach
| ran without havingtofly around the Persian Gulf, taking up precioustimeand fudl.

According to the dispatch, Israel and Saudi Arabia also share intelligence on
Iran’s nuclear program at a very intimate level and the Saudis are no less worried by
detailscoming out of the Genevatalksthan I sragli leaders, who haveloudly spoken out
against thetalks.

Tuesday's report comes amid increased tensions between the White House and
PrimeMinister Benjamin Netanyahu over how best to tackle Tehran'snuclear program.

Britain, China, France, Russia, the United States and Germany - known as the
P5+1 - have been seeking acomprehensive accord with [ran that would prevent Tehran
from devel oping anuclear bombinreturnfor an easing of economic sanctions.

Netanyahu haswarned repeatedly that the | slamic Republic must not be allowed
to acquire nuclear weapons, although Iranian officials insist the nuclear program is
purdly for civilianuse.

The militant is Mohammed Emwazi, a young British man from West
w L ondon who wasknownto British security services.

reasons.

Emwazi is thought to have killed American journalist James Foley in a video
released last August.

He is further believed to have featured in the videos of the beheadings of US
journalist Steven Sotloff, British aid worker David Haines, British taxi driver Alan
Henning, and USaid worker Abdul-Rahman K assig, al so known as Peter.

Emwazi is reported to have links with aformer UK control order suspect who
fledto Somaliain 2006 and hasalleged linksto thefunding of militant group Al Shabab,
which recently threatenedto carry out terror attackson London’sOxford Street.

Heisacomputing graduate from Queen’s Park in West L ondon, who traveled to
Syriain2012 andlater joinedthelslamic State (1S, formerly 1S1S).

Oneof hisfriendstold the Washington Post he had “ no doubt” that “Mohammed
isJihadi John.”

“Hewaslikeabrothertome... | amsureitishim. Therewasan extremely strong
resemblance.

|sradli fighter jets stage warning passes against Syrian air forceintruders
over Golan. Air tension high

|sragli fighter jets flew passes over the Golan Monday, Feb. 23 as a warning to
Syrian helicopters and fighter planes to stop encroaching on the no-fly zone, in
violation of standing Isragli-Syrian armistice agreements. Thisis reported by military
Sources.,

The Syrian warplanes planes came over Quneitra Monday to drop barrel bombs
on Syrian rebel forces holding the town. Spotters on Israeli Golan counted at least 30
bombs dropped by helicopters under cover of Syrian air forcejets. Their crewstook no
notice of the Israeli fighter jets and drones present at the time and continued their
attacksregardless.

At the end of the Syrian operation, Israeli aircraft conducted its warning passes
over theGolantown.

Our sources report that thiswas the second day in arow that the Syrian air force
had bombed the same sector. Sunday, they struck rebel positions in the Tel Al-Harra
area6-8 km from the Israeli Golan border. Isragl’'sinaction then encouraged Damascus
tomoveitswarplanescloser to theborder thenext day and fly intotheno-fly zone.

This time, Israeli avoided a direct clash, but broadcast a warning that a
confrontation was possibleif the Syriansreturned for arepeat. Western and Middle East
military sourcesinterpret thelsraeli flightsover QuneitraMonday asaclear warning to
Damascus that Isragl will not tolerate Syrian air raids close to its Golan lines or any
Incursionsin airspace banned by their armisticeagreements.

Six months ago, on Sept. 23, an Israeli Patriot air defense battery downed a
Syrian Sukhoi-24 which venturedintoitsair space. Theplanecrashedjustinside
the Syrian border. Thel DF claimed at thetimethat the Syrian plane had strayed
across the border by mistake - and so the incident ended. However, Isradli




commanders were certain that there was no mistake and that the Syrians were testing
the alertness of |sradl's air defenses and gauging itsreadinessto deploy itsair might for
challenging aerial incursions.

| DF Installs Concrete BarriersAlong Syrian Border

The IDF has placed concrete barriers along the Syrian borderfollowing the
antitank missileattack fromHezbollah last monthinthe Golan Heights.

"Following the increase in threats to IDF soldiers patrolling the border, and for
fear of similar events, it was decided to increase in various ways the security measures
inthearea, including placing concreteblocs," asenior military sourcestated.

OnJanuary 28, Major Yochai Kalengal and Sgt. Dor Chaim Nini werekilled after
Hezbollah terrorists shot between 4-6 antitank missilesinto Isragl, near Har Dov inthe
Golan Heights. The attack also injured six additional soldiers, and a Spanish UNIFIL
peacekeeper waskilledinretaliatory firefrom | sragl.

Initial investigationsinto theincident revealed Sunday that Military Intelligence
(MI1) may have warned the IDF Northern Command about the possibility of the attack
ahead of time - and that the IDF may have stalled on taking preventative measures
against thethreat.

In the days before the attack, Hezbollah made multiple threats against Israd,
after an IAF airstrike in Syriakilled one of its senior terrorists, along with five other
Hezbollahterroristsand an I ranian general - all of whom were scouting to plan an attack
ontheGolanHeights.

Iran airlifts thousands of Shiite fightersto Syrian port of Latakia
to boost Aleppo war front

Military and intelligence sources have discovered alarge-scale Iranian airliftis
inprogressfor bringing thousands of Shiitefighterstothe Syrian Mediterranean port of
L atakia to reinforce the Syrian army forces falling back from the key city of Aleppo.
Someof theflightsaretaking off from Baghdad airport.

The Syrian rebelsin heavy fighting Thursday and Friday, Feb. 19-20 repulsed a
Hizballah-backed Syrian army offensive to recapture the town and took scores of
Hizballah fightersprisoner.

Theincoming reinforcementsare being transferred directly to the Aleppo battle-
frontinaneffort tostabilizeit and reversethe Syrianarmy'sretreat.

The incoming reinforcements are made up of Iragi, Afghan and Pakistani Shiite
militiamen.The fact that Tehran was able to raise thisforce in less than 24 hours from
the Syrian army's defeat in Aleppo demonstrates Iran's total military and strategic
commitment to swift action for averting a Syrian-Hizballah retreat from akey front of

thefour-year old civil war.
The Iranian planes are taking two routes to Syria, starting out either in
(6)  Baghdad or Tehran. In Baghdad, they touch down in the military section of the




international airport and collect the Iragi Shiite militiamen destined for the Syrian
battlefield. This step necessitated the consent of the Iragi government and Prime
Minister Haider al-Abadi.

The Iranian operation therefore exposes two exceedingly disturbing
developments which are causing Isragl's army chiefsto burn the midnight oil: The fall
of the Abadi government under Tehran's sway isone; and Irag's direct involvement for
thefirsttimeinthemilitary actionsof the Syrian civil war.

Military experts extrapolate from Tehran's immediate readiness to transfer
thousands of foreign troops into Syriato save Assad's army from retreat, that the same
responseisto be expected from a possible setback of the same alliancein South Syria-
especially when Iranian Revol utionary Guards officersareleading a Syrian-Hizbal lah-
Shiitedriveto capturethe Golantownof QuneitraacrossfromIsrael'slines.

Our sources add that President Barack Obamawas in aposition, had he wished,
to intervene with Baghdad and hold back the Iranian troop airlift to Syria. This has not
happened.

Theadministration'sinaction placesit squarely behind Iran'smilitary stepsinthe
MiddleEast anditsdirectinterventioninkey troublespots.
