L est we forget? — actually, we've, already for gotten.
By Phil Guerin,

Being the centenary of ANZA C thisyear (2015); meansyou are goingto hear the
phrase 'Lest we forget' hundreds of times — at ceremonies; parades; tours & media
events. But not one person I've asked has been able to correctly identify where the
phrasecamefrom.

Beforethetermwasusedinreferenceto soldiers& war; thetermwasfirst usedin
a1897 Christian poem created by Rudyard Kipling called'Recessional’.

In acknowledging the existence of this poem — it is also worth noting the
concept of ‘being careful not toforget' wasalready presentintheBibleinDeu 4:7-9.

7 "For what great nation is there which has Elohim so near to it, as mm»
(Y'HoVaH) our Elohimisto us, whenever wecall onHim? 8 "Andwhat great nationis
therethat has such lawsand righteousright-rulingslikeall thisTorah which | set before
you thisday? 9 "Only, guard yourself, and guard your life diligently, lest you for get
the Words your eyes have seen, and lest they turn aside from your heart all the days of
your life. And you shall makethem knownto your children and your grandchildren.”

This Biblical quote is hence probably a direct source for the term in the 1897
poem. The poem warnsthat if anation 'forgets thetrue source of its success— God and
His'ancient sacrifice' of Christ—itsmilitary or material possessionswon't help.

'Recessional’ a poem by Rudyard Kipling.

God of our fathers, known of old—Lord of our far-flung battleline—

Thetumult and the shouting dies—The Captainsand theKings depart—

Sill stands Thineancient sacrifice,—Anhumbleand acontrite heart.

The book of Deuteronomy starts after the 40 years of wilderness wanderings.
Mosesis at the end of hislife. Mosesisabout to 'go’ (die); and he has to tell the new
|sraelites that have survived the 40 years in the wilderness; something before he goes;
and something beforethey areleft ontheir own.

He then spends the 34 chapters of Deuteronomy; basically re-telling their
history; the 10 commandments; and how to liveinthe promised land.

Thereisn't much new content in Deuteronomy (the 5th book of the Bible)
w - it basically says'remember what you'vealready beentold - and don't forget'.
4 Could I commend reading chapters Deuteronoamy 4 to 6; and




underlining all the verbs that speak of 'remembering, don't forget, keep, teach, remind,
practice'?

| counted 30 verbs; in just these 3 chapters. In the 34 chapters of Deuteronomy -
thereisprobably other 100 verbswarning & insisting 'don't forget' & 'remember’.

Not only hasAustralialargely forgotten God; but the Western Church haslargely
forgotten Torah (i.e. thefirst 5booksof the Biblewhere Deuteronomy islocated).

Western church serviceshaveeven largely forgotten having Biblereadings.

The book (Deuteronomy) that tells people 'don't forget; has largely been
forgotten.

Given only about 19% of Australia's population now attends church once every
month or more; and most ANZAC services will not use the Bible in its prayers — |
think Australia has largely ‘forgotten’ — and will suffer the consequence: that
Deuteronomy warnsabout (read Deut chapter 28:15--68).

But thereisstill hope; that aremnant might start remembering.

What'swith Tzara at?

Today thediseaseisentirely curable
through multidrug therapy, though tissue damage caused before drug treatment cannot
bereversed.

|srael Quietly Fights Terror as PA Stands|dly By
The Emet Report -FPM, IDF, IDN, WND, DN, Debka, INN, Ynet, BI, AP, MEN

Threequiet anti-terror actionsby Israeli security forceslast week shed morelight
on the I sragli-Pal estinian situation than all the speeches, diplomatic pronouncements,
and"expert" opinionsthat fill our airwavesdaily.

Onthenight of April 13, Israeli soldiers and police arrested 29 Hamasterrorists
in Shechem (Nablus). Some were formerly imprisoned terrorists who have returned to
their old ways, someweremorerecent recruits. They were planning various massacres
of Jews, but since they had not yet acted, the international news media aren't
interested. Near-missesdon't count.

Onceagain, U.S. newsmediaare missing the big story. Accordingtothe




Odlo accords, it isthe Palestinian Authority, not Israel, which isresponsible for acting
againgst terrorists in Nablus. When Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin withdrew Isragl's
forcesfrom there (and the other citieswhere 95% of Palestiniansreside), hedid sowith
anexplicit written guaranteethat the PA would stamp out theterroristsinthose areas.

But the PA hasmadeamaockery of itsanti-terror obligations.

Even the New York Times, not exactly known for scrutinizing the PA's
behaviour, acknowledged in a March 23, 2014 news article that Israeli troops had
recently been forced to enter the Jenin refugee camp in pursuit of terrorists because
although Jenin is under the "full control" of the Palestinian Authority, "the Palestinian
[security forces] did not generally operatein refugee camps.”

Jenin, Nablus, and other PA-controlled cities have thus become havens for
terrorists-whichiswhy | sragl wasforcedto sendinitstroopsthisweek.

Meanwhile, Isragli security forces also captured a cell of Palestinian terrorists
organizing in the Abu Dis neighbourhood of Jerusalem. The terrorists had already
purchased an automobile, obtained rifles and ammunition, engaged in target practice,
and picked an areanear Abu Diswherethey planned to shoot at | sraglispassing by.

Abu Dis is one of a number of Jerusalem neighbourhoods that is technically
beyond the pre-1967 armistice line. We all recall how then-Secretary of State Hillary
Clinton berated Isragl's prime minister for 45 minutes (!) when the | sraeli government
announced plansto build apartments someday in one of those neighbourhoods.

Now imagine if Israel had accepted the Obama administration's position that
those neighbourhoods are "occupied Arab territory," and allowed Abu Dis and its
environsto become part of a Palestinian state. Theresult, of course, isthat theterrorists
who were arrested thisweek would not be behind bars, but would getting ready to carry
out theambushesthey were planning.

A third development of significance that did not make the news this week, took
placeinan Israeli military court. Ms. KhalidaJarrar, amember of the PA'sPalestinian
Legislative Council, was indicated on twelve counts of terrorism, including a
connectiontoaplottokidnap Isra€lis.

When the Rabin government agreed to the Oslo Accords, it was based in part on
the argument that giving the Palestinians self-government would lead to them
becoming responsi ble and moderate. Oncethey havetheir own parliament, surely they
would give up their old terrorist ways. Yet here is a respectable member of the
Palestinian parliament, who in between votes and speeches manages to find time to
congpiretokidnap sradlis.

Ms. Jarrar, by the way, is a member of the Popular Front for the Liberation of
Pal estine, which became infamousin the 1970s for aeroplane highjackings (including
the Entebbe highjacking), not to mention its 2001 murder of Israeli cabinet minister
Rehavam Z€'evi. To this day, the PFL P is the second-largest member-organization of
the PL O, whichistheparent body of the Palestinian Authority.

Despitethe Odlo accords-and despitethefact that the PFL Pisontheofficial U.S.
list of terrorist groups-the PFL Pwas never outlawed or expelled fromthe PLO. Which

meansthat some part of the $500-million the Obamaadministration sendsto the
w Palestinians each year likely ends up, directly or indirectly, in the pockets of
®6  PFLPterrorists.




So: the PFL P enjoysthe benefits of being part of the PL O, Palestinian terrorists
enjoy freedom in Palestinian Authority-controlled areas, the PA enjoysitsannual U.S.
aid package-and the Obama administration berates Israel every time it even thinks
about building apartmentsin Jerusalem.

Children raised by same-sex parents speak up for traditional families

Domenico Dol ce of designer fashionlabel Dolce& Gabbanahasrecently spoken
out insupport of traditional families. Despite being openly gay, Dolcestated thisyear in
an interview with Italian magazine Panorama: “It's not us who created the family. You
areborntoamother and afather —or at least that'show it should be."

After thisstatement, therewasan influx of support from children raised by same-
sex couples.

Heather Barwick, a former gay-marriage advocate turned children's rights
activist, wasraised by twowomen.

While sheloved both and grew up in astable environment, she now believesthat
children needto grow upwithintraditional families.

The void that having two carers of the same sex was unable to fill led her to
believe that,"the best and most successful family structure is one in which kids are
being raised by both their mother and father.

"My father's absence created ahuge holein me, and | ached every day for adad. |
loved my mum'’spartner, but another mum could never havereplacedthefather | lost."

Barwick lamentsthat children of same-sex parents have not been given the same
voice as children of divorced parents, who are allowed and encouraged to expresstheir
hurt and pain.

The current Adoption Act permits adoption to be in favour of aman and woman
who areeither married or inadefacto relationship.

Gay adoption focuseson therightsof same-sex couplesand neglectstherightsof
the children up for adoption; thosewho sofar, have not had their voicesheard.

TheAustralian Christian Lobby'scall for thecurrent law to be maintained isabid
to give voice to the countless number of children that are unable to articulate and
exercisetheir rightstoamother andfather.

Allowing gay and leshbian couples to adopt is likely to have adverse affects on
Victorian faith-based agencies like CatholicCare, who after declining to provide
adoption services to same-sex couples may be sued or forced to close down.
Exaggerating? Suchintolerance hasresulted in Catholic Charities closing its adoption
servicesin Massachusettsand I linoisintheUS.

In Victoria, a state that prides itself on diversity, agencies with religious
foundations should have the right to continue to provide adoption servicesfor children
needingahome.

At the very heart of adoption is a desire to give children the best possible
environment withinwhich they can grow and develop. Adoptionisabout therightsand
best interestsof thechild. Adult desiresneedtotakeaback seat.
