The
love that Jews have for Israel and the importance of Israel to Jews is profound and
powerful. It isthereason for Israel’s successin the face of tremendous adversity, and it

isthereasonfor the overwhel ming Jewish support of Isragl.

neither approach. There is only one history, and in this context, “narrative’ isjust a
politeword for “myth”. History isfactual and verifiable, evenif itissometimes painful
to admit. We Arabs have a different point of view from Jews, but neither side has its
own set of facts, and thefactsdo not makeuslook good.

The Palestinian problem is deep and seemingly endless. The fact that so many
Palestinianslivein campsand remain statel essand vul nerableisahugetragedy, anditis
unacceptable. Thisreality does not contradict the Jewish love for Isragl, and it is not
caused by it. Infact, we created the Palestinian tragedy by trying to deny the rights of
Jews.

Being Lebanese, | am particularly ashamed of L ebanon’sroleintheconflict. We
allowed the PL O and then Hezbollah to attack Israel and terrorize and kill its citizens,
then we had the audacity to claim victimhood when I srael’ s citizensran out of patience
and responded with force. The deplorable way that wetreat Palestinian refugeesliving
in Lebanon only addsto my shame. The depth of our hypocrisy would be unbelievable
ifitwerenotsoreal.

Our latest big lieisthat Isragl isstealing our land intheWest Bank. Thereality is
that the West Bank is Judea and Samaria for the Jews, and they build on that land
because they love the Land of Isradl. Israel’s building in the West Bank however isa
problem for Pal estinians who genuinely want to create a state of their own (anditisan
excuse for those who do not). These two aspects of the conflict are not two narratives.
They aretwo partsof the same set of facts.

Israelis and Palestinians share one history, but their interests are in conflict, a
conflict that wearemostly responsiblefor creating and maintaining. Toresolveit, there
IS no need to deny history, to claim (asweArabs commonly do) that Jewsareaforeign
nationimposed onus“natives’. Instead we must start by recognizing that Jewshave as
muchrighttobeintheMiddle East aswedo.

Recognizing Jewish history isnot asign of weakness. Itisasign of confidence
andempathy. |srael hasmany groupsthat recognize and promote Pal estinian rights, but
this genuine show of concern is sadly asymmetrical. We offer practically nothing in
return. Wehidebehind our lies, andwefeel self-satisfiedinour hate.

| am told by someArabsthat | should be more moderatein my support for Isragl,
but | have no affinity for half-truths. To resolve the Palestinian problem we have to
recognize that our denial of Jewish history is the root of that problem, and we must
convincelsraelisthat wearewilling and abletolivein peaceasneighbours.

IntheArab / Israel conflict, one side has always initiated conflict, and the other
sidehasalwaysbeenonthedefensive. Onesidehasbeenintolerant and hateful, andthe
other sidehasbeeninclusiveand ethical. Oneside haspromoted war, and the other side
has always been ready for peace. | do not need to tell you which sideiswhich because
you know. In such alopsided conflict, trying to take amiddle road is both naive and
counterproductive.

SomeArabs claim that my support for Israel trandatesinto absolving her of any
wrongdoing, but this accusation is absurd. What | do not accept is the sweeping
accusation made by antisemites that Israel isevil, racist, and imperialist, and |
regret the fact that Arab societies have bought into and promoted that lie. The
agendaof thosewho promotethat absol utist view isthe destruction of Israel, and




| do not accept that becauseitisneither moral nor beneficial tousArabs.

Themessagel am delivering hereisessentially the same onedelivered by former
Egyptian President Anwar Sadat almost 38 years ago, but the Arab world has not
learned it. In 1977 Sadat visited Isragl, which was an unprecedented and dramatic
move by anArab leader. He shook the hands of former enemies, including Menachem
Begin, Yitzhak Rabin, and GoldaMeir, he paid hisrespectsto the Jewish victims of the
Holocaust by visiting Yad Vashem, and he delivered a speech to the members of the
Knesset. Sadat did not goto Israel to grovel; hewent to show that he respected Israel’s
right to exist, and that he was willing to leave behind the hatred and the violence. Asa
result, he was able to sign a peace deal with Begin (likely the most hawkish Prime
Minister in Isragl’s history) that gave Egypt back every inch of Egyptian land
conquered by Israel inthe Six-Day War.

To make peace with I srael and create a Palestinian state, the Pal estinians need to
do what Sadat did and show that they can betrustedtoruntheir own state. They will not
get every inch of the West Bank, and they may not even get any part of Jerusalem,
becausethey have already wasted too many opportunities, but they will comeout witha
state of their own and much needed dignity. Beforeany of thiscan happen, Palestinians
need to show that they can be trusted to respect the Jewish state’ sintegrity and security,
but they arevery far from having proventhat, and they seemto get farther every day.

Israel isstrong becauseitisdriven by love. TheArabworldisweak becauseitis
far too often driven by sectarianism, hate, and intolerance. Thistruth ishard for usto
hear, but we Arabs have a choice between love and hate: love that frees us to pursue
limitless possibilities, or hate that weighs us down and kills happiness, creativity, and
hope. Many of ushave chosenlove, but too many still choosehate.

Itisoftensaidthat thelsrael / Arab conflictisintractable, butitisnot. Thoseof us
who choseloveover hate have made peacewith Israel, and Jewsconsider usfriendsand
equals. All issuesinthisconflict aresolvableif westart by makingthat choice. Despite
all the deaths and tragedies on both sides, this choice can still be made. Peaceisnot a
betrayal of thedead. Peaceisagifttothelivingandtofuturegenerations.

Obamato back Palestinian state at Security Council
- payback for Israd'sright-wing cabinet

US President Barack Obama did not wait for Binyamin Netanyahu to finish
building his new government coalition by its deadline at midnight Wednesday, May 6,
before going into action to pay him back for forming a right-wing cabinet minus any
moderatefigurefor resuming negotiationswith the Pal estinians.

Banking on Netanyahu's assertion while campaigning for re-election that there
would be no Pal estinian state during histermin office, Obamaisreported by sourcesto
have given the hitherto withheld green light to European governments to filea UN
Security Council motion proclaiming an independent Palestinian state. Although

Netanyahu left the foreign affairs portfolio in his charge and available to be
w filled by asuitably moderate figure as per the White House's expectations, this
5 didnot satisfy theUSPresident.




The White House is confident that, with the US voting in favor, the motion will
be passed by an overwhelming mgority and therefore be binding on the Isradli
government. To show the administration was in earnest, senior US officials sat down
with their French counterpartsin Parislast week to sketch out the general outline of this
motion.

According to sources, they began addressing such questions as the area of the
Pal estinian state, itsborders, security arrangements between | srael and the Palestinians
and whether or not to set a hard-and-fast timeline for implementation, or phrase the
resolutionas ageneral declaration of intent.

Incorporating a target date in the language would expose Isragl to Security
Council sanctionsfor non-compliance.

It was indicated by the American side in Paris that the Obama administration
would prefer to give Netanyahu a lengthy though predetermined time scale to
reconsider hisPalestinian policy or even possibly to broaden and diversify hiscoalition
by introducing non-aligned factionsor figuresinto such key postsasforeign affairs.

At thesametime, both American and French diplomatsare already using theclub
they proposeto hang over the Netanyahu government'shead for gainsin other spheres.

French President Francois Hollande, for instance, thefirst foreign leader ever to
attend a Gulf Council of Cooperation summit, which opened in Riyadh Tuesday to
discuss Iran and the Yemen war, used the opportunity to brief Gulf Arab rulers on
Washington'sturnaround onthel sraeli-Pal estinianissue.

And US Secretary of State John Kerry plans to present the Obama
administration's new plansfor Pal estinian statehood to Saudi leadersduring hisvisit to
Riyadh Wednesday and Thursday, May 6-7. Kerry will use Washington'swillingnessto
meet Palestinian aspirations as currency for procuring Saudi and Gulf support for a
Yemen ceasefire and their acceptance of thenuclear deal shaping upwithlran.

| DF Begins Integrating Robots Into Ground Forces
May 07, 2015 by Israel Today Saff

Israel is already a world leader in the research, production and military
integration of unmanned aeria vehicles (UAVS). Now, it is successfully integrating
robotsintoitsgroundforces, aswell.

At the International Ground Forces Conference held thisweek in Tel Aviv, Mg .-
Gen. (res.) Eya Ben Reuven revealed that just the week prior the IDF's 7th Armored
Brigade had become one of, if not thefirst ground forcein history to train side-by-side
with “advanced ground robotics.”

The general cautioned against getting too excited about robot armies taking the
battlefield. “ At thisstage, roboticswill not replace the humanfactor. ...We seerobotics
as a supporting factor,” he said. “I do not expect to see battalions of military robots
withinayear. [t will taketime.”

At this point, the robots in question are referred to as an “advance guard,” and
will beused to open corridorsfor attack inenemy lines. Thisisespecially crucia
in urban warfare, where booby-traps and hidden combatants have claimed the
livesof many Israeli soldiersinthe past.
