U.N. Human Rights Council report on Operation Protective Edge finds Hamas
threatsto firerocketson Isragli citiesconstituted sufficient warning to residentse Terror
tunnelsunder Gaza Strip-1srael border meanttotarget "only" IDFforces, it says.

Much like previous U.N. inquiries into Isragli military campaigns in the Gaza
Strip, the U.N. Human Rights Council report into Operation Protective Edge, which
was released Monday, featured harsh accusations against Israel alongside severd
absurdfindings.

The report concluded, for example, that Hamas' threats to fire rockets on | srael
constituted sufficient warning to the residents of central Israel, aswell asto authorities
running Ben-Gurion I nternational Airport.

While the report stated that such "warnings' did not make the residents of Tel
Aviv or foreign airlines into legitimate targets, "unlike in Gaza, Israglis could find
shelter and had Iron Dome" to protect them.

Another puzzling finding concerned the grid of terror tunnels under the Gaza
Strip. According to the fact-finding mission, during the "investigated period of time"
theuseof thetunnelsmeant totarget " only" military forces, and not civilians.

Thereport also suggeststhat | sraeli forces on the ground might have used human
shields, saying the mission was unable to fully determine whether such action was
taken, becauseit did not havefreeaccessto interview Gazans.

"The extent of the devastation and human suffering in Gazawas unprecedented
and will impact generationsto come,”" Justice Mary McGowan Davis, who headed the
mission, told reportersin GenevaM onday.

The report made afavorable mention of the various steps employed by Israel to
warn civilians in the Gaza Strip ahead of military strikes, saying its alert procedures
have undoubtedly spared many lives, but faulting | srael for caseswhen Gazansfailedto
understand thewarningsand get to saf ety.

The report further criticized Hamas, saying its use of inaccurate weapons
"Increasessuspicionthat it meant to harmandterrorize[lsragli] civilians."

The mission further said it suspects Hamas encouraged Gazans to ignore the
IDF's warnings to evacuate, and said Hamas' execution of 21 people suspected of
collaborating withIsrael constituted awar crime.

The I DF announced on Wednesday it is rescinding 500 permitsfor Palestinians
to enter | srael fromthe Hamas-ruled Gaza Strip following arocket attack from the Strip
the day before. The permits, allowing Moslems from the Strip to pray at the al-Aksa
Mosque in Jerusalem during the Moslem holy month of Ramadan, were meant as a
goodwill gesture.
