Iron Dome I nter cepts Rocket Over Ashdod

Rocket fired from Gazatowardsthe city of Ashdod intercepted by thelron Dome
anti-missile system. Emergency sirens went off in the southern coastal city of Ashdod
on Tuesday evening at around 10:48 p.m.

Onerocket that was fired towardsthe city from Gazawas intercepted by an Iron
Dome missile over nearby Ashkelon, the IDF said. No injuries or damage have been
reported. The rocket fire from Gaza came hours after Defence Minister Moshe Yaaon
toured GazaBelt communitiesand spokeabout the security situationinthesouth.

Yaaon said that Israel had succeeded in deterring Hamas in the course of
Operation Protective Edgelast year.

"A year has passed since Operation Protective Edge, and there is no doubt that
here, beyond thefence, in the Gaza Strip, Hamas, the body that controls Gaza, has been
deterred, and faces internal challenges, including ISIS terrorists and others who
sometimesfire[at Isragl] fromthe Gaza Strip to challenge[Hamas] ."

Yaaon said that Israel isdealing with Gaza with a"carrot and stick” approach.
“Hamasfacesdifferent challenges,” heexplained, “and wearetrying inthismatter used
not only sticksbut carrots, too, to allow in materialsfor reconstruction or other goodsto
propel the economy, because we do not have any interest in having the people of Gaza
livein abject conditions."

So | hopethat the current security situation will continue
inthecoming years."

“1 have called on [ PA chief] Mahmoud Abbas numeroustimesto enter into talks
with us without pre-conditions,” Netanyahu told Mogherini. “The fact that he has
rejected all theseappeal sisevidencethat heisnot interestedin peace.”

Despite Abbas' refusal to negotiate, the European Union continues to blame
|srael, demanding that products made by Jewsin Judeaand Samariabelabelled assuch,
inorder to makeaboycott of those productseasier.

Speaking at the UN General Assembly earlier Wednesday, A bbas spoke accusing
|srael of breaching the 1994 Oslo Accord, he said the Jewish state had "destroyed” the
agreements, effectively "negating"” them and freei ng the PA of itsown commitment.

Of al the points U.S. presidential hopeful Ben Carson made in defence of his
position that he“would not advocate that we put aMuslim in charge of thisnation,” the
maost poignant was hisreferencing of tagiyya, oneof Islam’sdoctrinesof deception.

“l do not believe Sharia is consistent with the Constitution of this country,”
Carsonsaid, referencing theldamiclaw derived fromthe K oran and traditionsof 1slam.
“Muslimsfedl that their religionisvery much apart of your public lifeand what you do
asapublicofficial, and that’ sinconsi stent with our principlesand our Constitution.”

Considering that the current U.S. president has expunged all referenceto
Islam in security documents and would have Americans believe that Ilamic
doctrine is more or less like Christianity, it is refreshing to see a presidential




candidatereferencing alittle-known but critically important Muslim doctrine.

On severa occasions Carson mentioned “Tagiyya’ claiming; “Tagiyya is a
component of Shiathat allows, and even encouragesyou to lieto achieve your goals,”
Carson said. However, the widely cited notion that tagiyyais only a Shia doctrine
needsto be corrected. Thisisfalse, and it letsthe vast mgjority of theworld’sMuslims,
the Sunnis, off thehook.

Accordingto Sami Mukaram, one of theworld’' sforemost authoritiesontagiyya:

Tagiyya is of fundamental importance in Islam. Practically every Islamic sect
agreesto it and practicesit ... We can go so far asto say that the practice of tagiyyais
mainstream in Islam, and that those few sects not practising it diverge from the
mainstream ... Tagiyyaisvery prevalent in Islamic politics, especially in the modern
era. Tagiyya is often associated with the Shias because, as a minority group
interspersed among their Sunni rivals, they have historically had more reason to
dissemble. Today, however, Sunnisliving in the West find themselves in the place of
the Shia. Now they are the minority surrounded by their historic enemies — Western
“infidels” — and so they too have plenty of occasionto employ tagiyya.

Making Muslims swear on Bibles would not be any defence against tagiyya. As
long as their allegiance to Islam is secure in their hearts, tagiyya allows Muslims to
behavelike non-Muslims. Praying before Christian icons, wearing crosses, making the
sign of the cross— anything short of actually killingaMuslim could beallowed.

In severd instances, Muslims in the U.S. military exposed their true loyalties
when they reached the point of havingtofight fellow Muslimsinforeign nations.

For those with a discerning eye, tagiyyaisall around us. Muslim refugees have
pretended to convert to Christianity (in the past and the present); an Islamic gunman
gained entrance inside a church by feigning interest in Christian prayers. Examples
aboundonadaily basis.

Consider the following anecdote from Turkey. In order to get close enough to a
Christian pastor to assassinate him, a group of Muslims — including three women —
feigned interest in Christianity, attended his church for over a year, and even
participatedin baptism ceremonies. Said thepastor, EmreKaraali:

These people had infiltrated our church and collected information about me,
my family and the church and were preparing an attack against us. ... Two of them
attended our churchfor over ayear andthey werelikefamily.

If some Muslims are willing to go to such lengths to eliminate the already
downtrodden Christian minorities in their midst, does anyone doubt that a tagiyya-
practicing Muslim presidential candidate might have no reservationsabout swearingon
astack of Bibles?

Russian president seeks to enhance his country's influence in the
region through his alliance with Assad: A dangerous gamble, but Israel need not worry
for the moment. Putin has recently increased his involvement in Syria. Bashar Assad
gavethe Russianswhat hisfather Hafez refused to hislast breath.

The Russians used to have one dock in the port of Tartus in Syrias Alawite
enclave, and now they havetheentire port, aswell asan air basenorth of Latakia.

Now the Russians have a permanent strategic anchor in the eastern
Mediterranean —just likethe US and NATO havetheir presencein Turkey. Moreover,
Putin has exploited Assad's and the Iranians distressto make himself amajor player in
theMiddle East, just asthe United States influenceintheregioniswaning.

Regarding | SIS, Putin'sintentionsare very simple: We'll give Assad anything he
needs, so that 1SIS has to fight for its existence and can't increase its power in the
southern Caucasusregion (and we'll givethesametothelragisand Iraniansif need be).

He'd prefer it if the fanatical Chechen Muslims, who are loyal to I SIS, returned
home in coffins, and not as experienced fighters that the Russian military hasto fight
against in the Caucasus, Pakistan, Chechnya, Ingushetia, and other Mudlim Russian
republics.

Assad currently controlslessthan aquarter of Syriasoriginal territory, but that's
enough for the Russians. They canimplement everything they want tointhe confines of
Shi'ite-Alawite "little Syrid", which spans from the Latakia coastline to Damascus.

Russia sees us as a partner even though Putin quickly condemned Isragl's
airstrikesin Syria. That condemnation was meant to send the message: You Israglisare
partners, but therearerulesto thisgame, and you'll haveto respect them.

It's likely that as a result, and as a result of the agreement between Putin and
Netanyahu, Israel will try to avoid future airstrikes against A ssad's weapon convoysto
Hezbollah. After all, Russiais the one giving Assad those weapons, and it has a clear
interest indrawing Israel, alocal power, toitsside, distancing it fromtheAmericans.

The bottom lineisthat Russiawill probably serve asastabilizing forcein Syria,
but it will also legitimize an Iranian entrance into the country, under its
supervision. Putindoesn't know if hisgamblewill pay off, either. But asof now
| srael needn't betoo worried about Russia'sincreased presenceintheregion.
