A Palestinian woman stabbed an Isragli man in the Old City of Jerusalem on
Wednesday morning, inthethird stabbing attack inthe areasince Saturday.

The attack occurred near the Lion’s Gate. The terrorist was shot by the victim,
Identified asa36-year-old malewho was stabbed in the back and neck.

The victim was treated at the scene of the attack, Magen David Adom, Israel’s
emergency services, said in astatement. Hewaslightly wounded and wastransferred to
anearby hospital for treatment.

Police confirmed the stabber wasin critical conditionand wasalso evacuatedtoa
Jerusalem areahospital.

Wednesday’ s attack took place near thelocation of Saturday’s stabbing attack in
whichtwo lsraeli menwerekilled and amother and her young son wounded.

In aseparateincident, an | DF soldier was stabbed by aPalestinian terroristinthe
southern city of Kiryat Gat. Accordingto reports, theterrorist attempted to steal thegun
of the soldier. He stabbed the soldier and fled to anearby building. Security forces have
chase and later killed the terrorist. Video taken inside the home shows where the
terrorist wasshot.

The attacks come amid a new wave of violence and terror across Jerusalem,
Judea and Samaria. Over the past week, four Israglis have been killed in terror related
incidents.

| lamic State Reportedly Gains Ground Near |sraeli Golan Heights

The Ilamic State terror group is reportedly making gains in the Golan Heights
region near the Isragli-Syrian border as rebel groups operating in the area face
ammunition and weaponry shortages.

According to a spokesman from the Free Syrian Army, the moderate group
fighting both the Syrian regime of President Bashar a-Assad and Islamic State, there
are around 500-700 Ilamic State fighters currently active in the Syrian Golan Heights
towns of Jamlah and Ash-Shajarah, which are adjacent to the Israeli border, the Times
of Israel reported.

“The current situation is very bad,” the spokesman said. “No battles are taking
place[withAssad forces] inour sector becausethere’ snoammunition.”

Thereport comes asthe Syrian civil war takesthe new twist of Russia's military

buildup and launch of airstrikes against enemiesof Assad, itsally. WhileRussia
Is claming to be targeting Islamic State, the U.S. has accused Russia of
g launching airstrikesagai nst moderate Syrian rebel groups battling A ssad.




At the same time, Israel has long been concerned about the situation near its
border inthe Golan Heights. During the past year, rebel groups, some of whom are part
of the al-Qaeda-affiliated Jabhat al-Nusraterror group, have been battling with Syrian
government forces supported by Iranian and Hezbollah fightersin theregion. Israel has
expressed concerned about the increasing regional presence of Iran and its proxy
Hezbollah, who are seeking to set up anew terror frontinthe Golan Heights.

It's been atough week for terroristsin Syria. Over seven days Russiadelivered
over a hundred airstrikes at various jihadist facilities across the country, reportedly
Igniting panic among somegroups.

Russialaunched itsair campaign in Syriaon September 30, making 120 combat
sorties that hit 110 targets in just over a week, according to the Defense Ministry.
Among the objectsdestroyed are: 71 armored vehicles; 30 other vehicles; 19 command
facilities; 2 communication centers; 23 depotswith fuel and ammunition; 6 plants used
tomakel EDs, including car bombs; several artillery pieces& several training camps.

The apparent goal of this phase of the operation is to undermine the militants
capability to keep the pressure on government forces through constant raids and
terrorist attacks, andto givethe Syrian Army abreathing spaceto regroup and launch an
offensive.

The targets of the Russian airstrikes were spread across Syria, from ISIS
stronghold Raggain the northeast to the vicinity of the ancient city of Palmyrawest of
the Damascus-controlled western part of the country to the outskirtsof Damascusinthe
south. According to the Russian military, the bombing campaign has hurt the moral e of
themilitant troops, sending thousandsontherun.

What's next? After aweek of fighting I1SIS in Syria, Russia is escalating its
effort. On\Wednesday, the Russian Navy lent ahand to the campaign by firing dozens of
cruisemissilesfromthe Caspian Seaat terrorist targetsin Syria.

And Irag may soon invite Russia to start attacking 1SIS troops on Iragi soil,
stepping upthelevel of cooperation Baghdad haswith M oscow, Damascusand Tehran.

3,000 terrorists leave Syria following Russian airstrikes— military source

An estimated 3,000 Islamic State fighters as well as militants from other
extremist groups have fled Syriafor Jordan fearing arenewed offensive by the Syrian
army inadditionto Russianairstrikes, amilitary official hastold RI A newsagency.

“At least 3,000 militants from Islamic State (1S, formerly ISIS/ISIL), al-Nusra
and Jaish al-Yarmouk have fled to Jordan. They are afraid of the Syrian army having
stepped up activitiesonall frontsand of Russian airstrikes,” the RI A source said.

The official added that on Sunday the Syrian army had carried out a %

number of attacks on Iamic State and al-Nusra fighters on the outskirts of
Damascusaswell asintheprovincesof Deir ez-Zor and Homs.




In Deir ez-Zor, 160 militants werekilled in an army assault that aimed at driving
extremistsaway from several settlements,

In the province of Homs, the army destroyed two |S convoys near the city of
Palmyraand 17 terroristswerereported killedinanartillery barrage.

Syrian artillery also attacked several extremist groups, including al-Nusra, inthe
province of Homs where, according to the military source, a conflict between Syrian
and foreign fighters erupted. Syrian militants insisted on retreating from a number of
settlementsfearing alarge-scal e offensive by the Syrianarmy and Russianairstrikes

“Russian airstrikes have led to strong statements from terrorist groups and their
backers. At the same time terrorist groups said nothing when the US-led coalition
launched its operation,” he said. He also added that the US airstrikes against the | S are
not effectiveas”thecoalitionwantsterroriststo stay in Syriaaslongaspossible”.

Russialaunched its military operation against | S and other terrorist groupsat the
request of the Syrian government on September 30. It hasbeen carrying out airstrikesin
close cooperationwith the Syrian army to ensurethe attacksare maximally effective.

Blunders and fakes: Of more serious concern are complaints by some western
officialsthat Russiaistargeting west-backed rebel troopsin Syriaand may even end up
killing CIA agents in the field. Russiainsists that it only targets terrorist troops and
demonstrated how the militants use mosques and other civilian objects to protect their
weapons from Russian attacks. Such tactics cannot be employed by truly moderate
forces, the Russian Defense Ministry noted.

Numerous reports of civilian casualties caused by Russia have so far not been
corroborated by any trustworthy sources. Footage and photos allegedly proving such
allegations were disproven on many occasions as taken even before the campaign was
launched. The Defense Ministry meanwhile was unexpectedly forthcoming by
providing footage of the strikesand accesstothe Russiantroopsstationedin Syria. The
military is dropping its old over-cautious stance on secrecy, and is trying to make the
campaign astransparent aspossible.
