AngelaMerkel, David Cameron and the Pope all expressed their condolences --
and "deep shock" -- at the well-coordinated, citywide terror attacks in six different
places across Paris, which as of thiswriting have claimed at least 128 lives and more
than 200 wounded. French President Francgois Hollande confirmed that |slamic State
terrorists perpetrated the attacks, carried out with suicide bombings, hand grenades and
assault rifles. According to witnesses, terrorists were heard yelling, "Allahu Akbar"
['Allah is the Greatest"] and "thisis for Syria" as they shot into the audience at the
Bataclan Theater, wherearock concert wasunderway.

After 9/11 in the United States; the 2004 Madrid train bombings, which killed
nearly 200 and wounded 2000, and the 2005 attacks on London'stransit system where
56 peoplewerekilled and 700 wounded, world |eaders have no conceivable excuse | eft
to be shocked and surprised at mass terrorism occurring in the midst of Western
capitals.

As recently as a month ago, Andrew Parker, director-general of Britain's M5,
said that theterror threat to the UK was at its highest level in more than three decades
and "growing." British police and intelligence agencies have intervened to foil six
terrorist plotsin the past year alone. " That isthe highest number | can recall in my 32-
year career, certainly the highest number since 9/11," he said. "It represents a threat
which is continuing to grow, largely because of the situation in Syria and how that
affectsour security."

Instead of Britain, these attacks happened in France. They could have happened
in Germany, where police revealed the arrest of a man whom they believe may be
connected the Paris attacks. Recently, the Welt Am Sonntag newspaper cited
intelligence warningsthat “theintegration of hundreds of thousands of illegal migrants
Germany is no longer possible in light of the number and already existing parallel
societies.” "Parallel societies' refers to Muslim communities that have little or no
contact with therest of the society in their host countries. According to an intelligence
document obtained by Welt am Sonntag, "We are importing Islamic extremism, Arab
anti-Semitism, national and ethnic conflicts of other peoples, as well as a different
understanding of society and law." Most ominously, however, the intelligence

document went on to say that "German security agencies ... will not be in the
w position to solve these imported security problems and thereby the reactions
(6 arisingfrom Germany's population.”




Israel Stands With France; Netanyahu Wants United War on Terror

Across|srael onover theweekend it was clear that the Jewish state was standing
in determined solidarity with France, while PrimeMinister Benjamin Netanyahu called
for aunited war onlslamicterror.

Rallies, political statements, and the lighting up of the Knesset and Jerusalem’s
Old City in red, white and blue (the colors of the French flag) demonstrated that |srael
not only felt France spain after last Friday’shorrific terrorist assault in Paris, but that it
wasready to work together to end theterrorist threat. That wasthe message Netanyahu
delivered at theweekly cabinet meeting on Sunday morning.

“It’stimethat theworld wake up and uniteto beat terror,” said the primeminister.

Netanyahu continued by demanding that the international community stop
treating terrorismagainst Israeli differently than attacksel sewhere, such asin Paris.

“It's time that countries [around the world] condemn the terror against usin the
same way they condemn terror elsewhere in the world,” he insisted. “We are not
responsiblefor theterror that isturned against us, just likethe French aren’t responsible
for the terror turned against them. ...In Isradl, like in France, terror isterror, and what
standsbehinditisextremist Islamanditsdesireto destroy itsvictims.”

Netanyahu singled out Palestinian leader Mahmoud Abbas “who yesterday
condemned theterror attack in France” and should now be called uponto “ condemn the
cruel terror against innocentsin Isragl and battlestheincitement that drivesit.”

Assad: We'll help France - if it changesits attitude

Syrian President Bashar Al-Assad said Tuesday that his country is willing to
shareintelligence information with France - but only if Parischangesitspoliciesinthe
region, Reutersreported.

"If the French government isnot seriousin itsfight against terrorism, wewill not
waste our time collaborating with a country, government or an institution that supports
terrorism," Assad was quoted as having told the French magazineValeursActuel | es.

"You haveto first change policy sothat it isbased on onecriteria, to be part of an
alliancethat joinscountriesonly fighting terrorism and not supporting them," he added.

On Saturday, following the deadly terror attacks in Paris, Assad claimed that
French policy had contributed to the "spread of terrorism" that culminated in the
attacks. 1n ameeting with adelegation of French lawmakersin Damascus, Assad said
France's "mistaken policies...had contributed to the spread of terrorism," blaming
Francefor backing certain Syrianrebel groupsdeemed to be moderate.

"The terrorist attacks that targeted the French capital Paris cannot be separated
from what happened in the Lebanese capital Beirut lately and from what has been
happening in Syriafor the past five years and in other areas," he said, adding he had
"warned agai nst what would happenin Europefor the past threeyears."

"We said, don't take what is happening in Syria lightly. Unfortunately,
European officialsdid not listen," said Assad.
