In his remarks to the Security Council on the situation in the Middle East,
Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon recently condemned “ stabbings, vehicle attacks, and
shootings by Palestinians targeting Israeli civilians.” He even condemned “the
continuing rocket fireinto Israel frommilitant groupsin Gaza.”

But in unusually strong language he ascribed these acts to growing Palestinian
frustration and grievances “under the weight of a half century of occupation and the

paralysis of the peace process.” He also stated that progress towards peace
\ requiresafreezeof | srael’ ssettlement enterprise.

Timesop-ed after being rebuked by Israeli PM Netanyahu.

This author is extremely critical of Isragl’s settlement policies and its negative
consequences on the relations between the two peoples but also of the role of the
international community and more specifically the United Nations in the present
situation.

Onadeeper historical level, the UN Secretary-General does not mention or does
not understand the “ half century frustration” of the Isragli people, who sincerely hoped
to achieve peace with the Pal estinians: the decision by Arab states not to recognize and
negotiate with Isragl until the blessed decision of President Sadat of Egypt to make
peacein 1977; the waves of Palestinian terrorisminside Israel and through its borders
sponsored by most of theArab regimes.

Moreover, at thetime astoday it was not politically correct to state the truth: by
attacking Israelis and Jews all over the world and sometimes American and Western
interests, the Palestinians, not the jihadists, have been the pioneers of the global
terrorism that now threatens the international community and many of the UN
members.

The Palestinians succeeded in executing their nefarious plans with the active
support of the Syrian, Iragi and Libyan regimesand thefear of their victimsin the West
or elsewhereof reacting forcefully.

A short non-comprehensivelist: Thefirst hijacking of acivilianairplane, EIAl in
1968; the hijacking and the bombing of 4 airplanesin 1970 in Jordan and Cairo (Pan
Am, TWA, Swissair and BOAC) and the attempts of suicide air attacks by the PFLP,
preparing the scenario of 9/11; thefirst attack on the Munich Olympicsin 1972 (think of
the billions of dollars invested since that tragic event in the security of the Olympic
Games everywhere on the globe!); the first use of anti-aerial missiles against civil
aviation (Rome 1971), barometer bombsin airplanes already in 1970 (SwissAir flight
330 — all 47 passengers killed, and Austrian Airlines, without loss of life) and liquid
bombs (Chianti nitroglycerine bombs); the first attacks against synagogues, Jewish
schoolsand | sraeli embassies (from Brusselsto Bangkok); and attacks against Western
andAmericaninterests (1977, the PFL Phijacked L ufthansaflight LH181, etc.).

Most of the perpetrators of these attacks, including youngsters 14-15 years old
(like the Palestinians of today) sent from Lebanon or Jordan, were quickly released by
most of the countriesinvolved, even when their own citizenswerethevictims. NoArab
sponsor that gaverefugeto all theseterroristshasever been bothered.

The Palestinian organizations have set the example for terrorists from the
L ebanese Hezbollah, German radical |eftists or and Tamil Tigers. Before al-Qaeda set
up itstraining campsin Afghanistan, Palestiniansweretraining, in Lebanon, along list
of terrorist organizations, including the Japanese Red Army, theArmenianASALA, the
Argentinian Montoneros, andthe Basque ETA.

Some Palestinian terrorist groups preferred to be mercenaries in the service of
Iragi, Syrian or Libyan intelligence agencies targeting Western interests or other Arab
countries. These include Fatah Revolutionary Council/Abu Nidal (ANO), Arab
Nationalist Youth for the Liberation of Palestine (ANYLP), The Arab
Liberation Front (ALF),Al Saiga.

|mad Mughniyeh, Hezbollah'sinternational operations head and Chief of




Staff of its military forces, was America’'s most wanted international terrorist, key
planner of the bombing of a US marine barracks and French paratroopersin Beirut in
1983, which killed more than 330 people. Mughniyeh began his career in the
Palestinian Fatah movement at an early age, remained its member until 1984 and
finishedit when hiscar wasbombed in Damascusin 2008.

One of the pillars of Al-Qaeda, its ideologue and strategist of jihad was
Palestinian Islamic scholar Abdullah Azzam. He created the Mujahideen Services
Bureau in Afghanistan, the foundation of international recruits for Al-Qaeda, many of
whom held high positionsin Al-Qaeda’s command structure. Histeachings about jihad
had ahugeimpact on generationsof fightersincluding on Osamabin Laden himself and
hisideasinspireforeignfighterstothisday.

Azzam argued for taking the jihad back to Palestine, and wasinstrumental inthe
formation of Hamas by supporting it politically, financially and logisticaly and
providing military training in Pakistan. The first generation of the military wing of
Hamas' |zz al-Din Qassam Brigadeswastrained by him. Hamasleaderseven senthima
draft copy of itscharterin 1987 for “review”.

Hamas is the Islamist organization which derailed the peace process between
| srael and the Pal estinians by staging, together with the Palestinian Islamic Jihad (P1J),
thecampaignsof suicideterrorismimmediately after thesigning of the Oslo agreement,
al along the 1990s and then during the second bloody intifada, which alienated the
Israeli public opinion from the peace process and strengthen those circles in Isragli
society who supported the building of settlements.

The 2005 Israeli unilateral withdrawa from Gaza, leaving behind a rich
educational and agricultural infrastructure, did not bring peace and devel opment for the
local population but rather immediate campaigns of rocket attacks against Israeli
territory, themilitarization of Gazaunder the Hamas el ected government and finally the
military coup against the legitimate Palestinian Authority and its actual split into two
enemy entities.

Ban Ki-moon in hisarticle asks | sragli authorities “to unequivocally support the
Palestinian Authority and Palestinian institutions” and make “significant shifts in
policies toward the West Bank and Gaza.” True, he also tells the Palestinians that
change will require of them “consistently and firmly denouncing terrorism and taking
preventive action to end attackson I sraelis, including animmediate stop to Gazatunnel
construction.” But thereisno real denunciation by him of theintenseincitement by the
PA authoritiesat the highest level and the Hamasgovernment in support of theviolence
intheWest Bank.

Interestingly, Hamas— itsnefariousterrorism and violence and itsdedication to
|srael’ s destruction — is not mentioned by name even once in the Secretary-General’s
statements.

It is time the UN and the international community recognize the Palestinians
key rolein their present predicament but also “the weight of ahalf century” of Isragli
people’s frustration and lack of confidence in the Palestinians' and their

representatives' acceptance of ahistoric compromisefor atwo state solution.

Netanyahu Announces Plansfor Construction of Huge Security Fenceto
'‘Protect OurselvesAgainst Beasts

Israel must surround itself
with a security fence on al of its
borders in order to keep out the
“beasts” in the neighborhood,
said Israeli Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu on
Tuesday. He announced the plans
for constructing thisbarrier while
touring anew security fence near
Eilat which is being built along
| srael’ sborder with Jordan.

“We are preparing amulti-year project to encircle I srael with asecurity fence, to
defend ourselvesintheMiddle East asitisnow, and asitisexpected to be,” hesaid. “ At
theend, inthe Stateof Israel, asl seeit, therewill beafencethat spansitall.”

“In the neighborhood in which we live, we need to protect ourselves against
beasts.”

Plans are also being drawn up to fill in gaps in the security fence in Judea and
Samaria, Netanyahu added, though the details have yet to beworked out. Whilealarge
fence is planned for the highly-populated settlement blocs of Ma ale Adumim, Aridl,
and Gush Etzion, asof now, only asmall section hasbeen built.

Netanyahu tours the fence under construction every few months to monitor its
progress. In recent years, Israel has built a barrier stretching for 242 kilometers (88
miles) along the Egyptian border. The barrier includes the fence, whose height isfive
meters, or about 16 feet, and a thin, sensitive strip used by |DF trackers to identify
footprints. Another length of fence, stretching for 103 kilometers (64 miles), has gone
up in the northern Golan Heights, and 500 kilometers (310 miles), of fence have been
erectedin Judeaand Samaria.

Netanyahu pointed out that one of the advantages of building afenceon Israel’s
southern borders with Egypt and Jordan is that the areas are open, without buildings
nearby which could camouflage the construction of terror tunnels. “That is not the
situation in Gaza, or potentially in Judeaand Samaria,” he said. “If you weigh %

whether to build afencethereyou haveto takeinto consideration that they could
dig tunnelsunderneath.”
