Nasrallah threatens 'nuclear attack' on Haifa ammonia tank

Hezbollah leader threatens to hit Haifa's ammonia tank with a missile. City
respondssarcastically: Thanksfor bringing upthisissue.

Hezbollah |eader Hassan Nasrallah, in a televised address from his bunker in
L ebanon, on Tuesday evening appeared to havethreatened to hit Haifa' sammoniatank
withamissile.

"Hezbollah has a 'nuclear bomb' - Haifa has 15 tons of ammonia, and any
Hezbollah missileattack will turnthem into anuclear bomb that would causethe deaths
of tensof thousands," hedeclared.

"|srael isconcerned that in the next confrontation with Hezbollah, wewill bomb
the gas facilities in Haifa,” Nasralah further claimed, before adding that there are
|sraeli expertswho say that “amissile hitting the ammoniatank would be like anuclear
bomb."

Talk of removing the dangerous ammonia tank in Haifa has been ongoing for
several years, as the possibility of aleak of poisonous gas from the plant poses an
extremehazard for tensof thousands of nearby residents.

Then-Environment Minister Amir Peretz declared in 2013 that he will act to
urgently remove the huge ammonia plant from the northern port city, and current
Environment Minister Avi Gabal promised in June that the tank would be removed
withinthreeyears.

Inahalf sarcastic statement after Nasrallah’s speech on Tuesday, thecity of Haifa
“thanked” the Hezbollah leader for bringing up the issue, expressing hopes it would
|ead to the government taking actionto removethe dangeroustank.

"We will continue to fight with all the means at our disposal for the safety and
health of residents of the north. We do not think that the country should berun according
to Nasrallah's haughty speeches, but we are happy that he is assisting in bringing this
most important and worrying issue to the agenda, even if it comes from a frightened
manwho hasfor yearsbeen hidinginabunker in Lebanon,” thecity said.

Minister Gaba responded to Nasrallah's declaration as well, saying,
¢ "The ammoniatank is an environmental and security risk. We are working to
4 remove the dangerous tank from Haifa through the establishment of an




ammonia production plant in the south, and we will accept proposals from biddersto
buildtheplant at theend of March."

UK to ban public bodies from boycotting | srael

British government taking serious steps to prevent discriminatory boycotts,
enableboycottersto bedefeatedin court.

First Publish: 14 Feb 2016The British government is to announce measures
aimed at preventing local councils, unionsand other public institutionsfrom launching
boycottsagainst the State of Israel thisweek.

Cabinet Office Minister Matthew Hancock told The Times the new guidelines
were important to prevent discriminatory boycotts against the Jewish state, which he
said both stoked anti-Semitism and harmed the UK's valuable trade relations with
|sradl.

The guidelines would enable the government itself to take action against
organizations which boycott Isragl, as well as empowering other bodies to take
boycottersto court.

They would prevent any public body from promoting aboycott of country signed
up to the World Trade Organization's government procedural agreement, the paper
reported.

Recent years have seen far-left-dominated unions and several local councils
embarking on highly politicized, controversial campaigns to boycott the Jewish state -
campaigns Jewish rightsgroups say havehel ped fanned anti-1srael hysteriawhich often
spillsover into actsof anti-Semitism.

Such boycotts have also been criticized by others as a waste of resources and
utterly irrelevant for local bodieswhichdon't actually play any roleinforeignpolicy. In
most cases, such movesarelaunched at theinitiative of extremeanti-Isragl groups, who
encourage activiststo infiltrate otherwise apolitical organizations and table and | obby
for anti-1srael boycotts.

"We need to challenge and prevent these divisive town hall boycotts," said
Hancock.

"The new guidance on procurement, combined with changes we are making to
how pension pots can be invested, will help prevent damaging and counterproductive
local foreign policiesundermining our national security.”

The end of Israeli air superiority over Lebanon?

The radical Islamic terror organization Hezbollah has deployed advanced air
defensesystemsandislaying thefoundationfor acomprehensiveanti-air network, IDF
officialsrevealedtoWallal Newson Sunday.

Defense officials noted that Israeli aircraft are now being tracked by advanced
radar systems operated by the Hezbollah terror group. The revelation signals a
dramaticincreaseinthecapabilitiesof theorganization.

Thereport isunwelcomenewsfor Israel and itsWestern allieswho have suffered
from Hezbollah attacks in the past. Apart from its long and bloody history of attacks
against Israel, the Iranian proxy organization claimed responsibility for, among other
things, the 1983 bombing of an American military installation which killed 241 US
marinesand 58 French paratroopers.

The deployment of advanced anti-air defense systems could seriously impair the
ability of Israeli forcestodefenditscitizensfrom Hezbollah missileattacks.

More important, however, are the greater implications of the increasing
cooperation between Russia, Syria, and Hezbollah. With high grade Russian military
equipment flowing into the region, Hezbollah's capabilities are rapidly increasing,
reducing Israel’s historic technological advantage over the fundamentalist Islamic
group.

Nor isit clear how far Russiaiswilling to go withitssupport. Hezbollah recently
claimed Moscow issupplying them with sophisticated weaponry, but the Kremlinitself
hasstrenuously deniedthoseclaimsto I sragl.

The new weapons have also apparently boosted Hezbollah's confidence in its
ability to confront Israel. The organization is openly displaying its new capabilities,
targeting I sraeli planesand | etting them know they’ rein Hezbollah’ ssights.

“This connection between Hezbollah and Syria to Russia has completely
changedtherulesof thegame’ an|sraeli defenseofficial told Wallal News. “Hezbollah
issignalingtolsrael that it’sready for the next round.”

Could Ankara bombing be Turkey's pretext to invade Syria?

Turkey has blamed a devastating bomb blast targeting a military convoy in Ankara on
Kurdish rebels, and has vowed to respond sharply, raising concerns of an escalation in

w ongoing violencebothat homeandin Syria
(6) 28 soldiers were killed and scores more were injured in the attack, which




occurred early Wednesday evening.

Notably, on Thursday Turkish Prime Minister Ahmet Davutoglu accused not just the
Kurdistan Workers Party (PKK) - aKurdish militant group locked in a decades-long battle for
greater rights with Turkey - but also its Syrian Kurdish sister faction, the Syrian Kurdish
Democratic Union Party (PY D).

Those claims in particular - which have not yet been confirmed - will raise fears that
Turkey could use the attack as a pretext to launch a limited ground operation inside Syria,
something it hasbeen suggesting for several monthsto stem Kurdish advances.

"It has been revealed that this attack was carried out by members of the terrorist
organisation in cooperation with a YPG member who infiltrated (Turkey) from Syria"
Davutoglu told reportersin Ankara, referring to the PY D's armed wing, the Peopl e's Protection
Units.

Davutoglu claimed that the bomber was a Syrian national named Salih Necar, and said
nine peoplehad already been detained over theattack.

But PY D leader Salih Muslim denied his fighters played any role in the bombing, and
suggested the accusations by Turkey were motivated by Ankara'sneed tofind apretext to launch
aground operation against Kurdishforcesin Syria.

"We deny any involvement in this attack,” Muslim told the AFP news agency on
Thursday morning.

"These accusations are clearly related to Turkish attempts to intervene in Syria," he
added.

Turkish warplanes overnight struck PKK positionsin northern Iragin retaliation for the
attack, but Turkey isunlikely toend itsresponsethere.

President Recep Tayyip Erdogan hasalready threatened aharsh response.

"Our determination to respond in kind to attacks taking place inside and outside our
bordersisgetting stronger with such acts," he said shortly after theattack. "It must be known that
Turkey will not shy away from using its right to self-defense at any time, any place or any
occasion."

Thetiming of the attack isnotable, in that it followsfive days of artillery bombardment
by Turkish forces of YPG-held territory along the Syrian border, provoking warnings of
retaliation by the YPG. It also comes at a time when both Turkey and Saudi Arabia have
repeatedly raised the prospect of launching a ground operation inside Syria to bolster rebel
forces, who arereeling in the face of regime advances backed by devastating Russian air power,
aswell asrecent lightening advancesby the Kurdsinthenorth.

Ankara has been alarmed at the rapid advances made by Kurdish forces and their local
Arab dlies against both 1SIS in the northeast, and against Turkish-backed Islamist rebels -
including Al Qaeda's Nusra Front - in northwestern Syria. The PY D has declared it wishes to
unite all Kurdish-ruled areas or "cantons” in northern Syriato create a contiguous autonomous
Kurdish region - an objectivethe Turkish government hasvowed to bl ock.

On Wednesday, Turkey confirmed it had facilitated the transport of some 500 Islamist
rebelsto Azaz in northern Syria, where beleaguered rebel s are attempting to fend-off a Kurdish
advance.

But Kurdishforceshave continued to take advantage of amajor regime operation against
therebels- thanksto Russia'srelentlessair campaign and increased support for theregimefrom
Iran and Hezboll ah - to launch their own advances against already bel eaguered rebel forces.
