Massive Reform delegation invited to Knesset, visits planned Kotel plaza as
Haredim plan response.

Following aseriesof political victoriesinIsrael, the Reform Movement in I srael
wel comed adel egation of 330 North American Reformrabbis.

The delegation visited the Western Wall Thursday morning to celebrate the
government’s recent decision granting the Reform Movement’s request for a mixed-
gender prayer spacealongtheWall.

On Wednesday the delegation were received at the Knesset as guests in an
official meeting of the Committee for Immigration, Absorption, and DiasporaAffairs.
Committee Chairmman Avraham Naguisa (Likud) welcomed the group to the
committee meeting.

Gilad Kariv, director of the Reform Movement in Israel, praised the Knesset
visit, calling it a “historic moment” and part of the “quiet revolution” to reshape the
religiousstatusquoinisradl.

MK Tamar Zandberg (Meretz) saluted the delegates, citing the inclusion of
femal erabbis as proof that “thereis more than oneway to beaJew or Jewess’, and said
she hoped that working with the Reform M ovement they would succeed in“thestruggle
for publictransportation on Shabbat and [ non-Orthodox] conversion”.

Haredi leaders, on the other hand, fumed at what they alleged amounted to de
facto government recognition of the Reform Movement, adeviation from the decades-
oldreligiousstatusquo.

The offices of the Chief Rabbis held emergency meetingsfollowing the Reform
delegation’svidgit, just daysafter United Torah Judaism |eadersthreatened to break with
thecoalition over recognition of the Reform M ovement.

Asthe meeting convened, the Sephardic Chief Rabbi, Yitzhak Yosef rejected the
planned changes to the Western Wall plaza, insisting that the Chief Rabbis must be
consulted for any major changestotheholy site.

Mohammad Fateh Ali said Tehranwill give $7,000 to families of “martyrsof the
intifadain occupied Jerusalem” and afurther “ $30,000 to every family whosehomethe
occupation has demolished for the participation of one of its sons,” according to local
Newsreports.
Twenty-nine Israelis and three non-lsraelis have been killed in a wave of
Palestinian terrorist attacks and violence since October, during which over 170
Palestinians have also been killed, some two-thirds of them while attacking
w |sraelis, and therest during clasheswith troops, accordingto thelsraeli army.
4 Jerusalem slammed the announcement of Iranian financial aid to




terrorists, saying it wasanother exampleof Iran’scontinued aggression towards|srael.

“This is further proof of Iran’s deep involvement in support for anti-lsragli
terrorism,” read a Foreign Ministry statement. “After the [nuclear] agreement with
world powers, Iran has allowed itself to continue as a major player in international
terrorism.”

|sraeli officialsfrequently warned that thelifting of sanctionson Iranwould free
up billionsof dollarsthat Tehran could funnel intofunding terror activities.

Israel’s Channel 2 reported Wednesday that Hamas officials met recently in
Tehran with Qassem Suleimani, the head of the Al-Quds Force of Iran’s Revolutionary
Guards Corps, and discussed Iranian funding for theterror group. Hesaid he“kissed the
foreheads” of all thosethousandsengagedinanti-1srael activities, the TV report said.

Tehran reportedly upped financial support to Hamas, the Gaza-based terror
group, after signing of thenuclear deal with\Western powerslast July.

Thehistoric agreement gave Tehran accessto an estimated $100 billion dollarsin
frozen money and opened up the country’s economy, long hampered by sanctions, to
international business.

Ali’s statements were made at a press conference attended by Hamas officials,
who reportedly praised the initiative and thanked Iran for its support. However, Ali
seemed to open up theterror incentivesto all Palestinians, not just Hamas members.

Earlier inthe day, |sragli Defense Minister Moshe Ya alon warned that Iran was
paying for and readying sleeper cellsto attack targetsin|srael, the U Sand Europe.

Earlier in the year, a Hamas official was quoted saying that Iran had stopped
funding the group, a claim Tehran denied, saying it aways supported Palestinian
resistance.

Iran’s backing of the Gaza-based terror group has been a point of contention for
the rival Palestinian Authority. In January the Palestinian Authority ambassador to
Riyadh said the PA would back Saudi Arabiaover Iranin an ongoing political row, due
to Tehran'ssupport of Hamas.

“The Iranian government doesn’t support the Palestinian Authority, which is at
theforefront of confronting the Israeli enemy,” Basem al-Aghatold the L ondon-based
newspaper Asharg al-Awsat. Al-Agha went on to say that “the Palestinians have
suffered from lran’s actions and strange behaviors, which am to undermine the
legitimate Palestinian powers and to create ‘conglomerates against these legitimate
powers.”

In November, near the beginning of the current wave of terror attacks, Khameini
accused Israel of perpetrating “theworst kind of terrorism for thelast 60 years,” noting
that it was far more “barbaric” than the Paristerror attacks two weeks ago by Islamic
State militantsthat killed 129.

In aletter addressed to Western youth in the wake of terror attacksin Paris, the
supreme leader said there was no violence as “atrocious’ as Israeli settlement
construction.

“The oppressed peopl e of Palestine have experienced theworst kind of terrorism
for the last sixty years,” he wrote. “If the people of Europe have now taken
refuge in their homes for a few days and refrain from being present in busy
placesit is decades that a Palestinian family is not secure even in its own home




from the Zionist regime’ sdeath and destruction machinery.

The supreme leader also accused the Jewish state of “state terrorism,” and
chargedthat Jerusalem“ every day” demolishes Pal estinian homes.

Four Arab journalists who live in Europe and work for major Arabic-language
media outlets visited | sragl this week and were somewhat surprised to find redlity did
not match thehorrific mythsthey had beenfed all their lives.

“Thevigit to Israel was exciting and unique. It isashamethat most peopleinthe
Arab world are still filled with blind hatred and pregjudice toward Israel,” an Iraq
journalistidentifiedasG.M. told Israel’sY net newsportal.

“Thisvisit to Israel changed the way we think about all of you,” said another of
the Arab guests. “We can argue about things, including the Palestinian issue, but we
must not fall into thetrap of hatred and incitement.”

A third journalist pointed out that the visit had allowed him and hisfellow Arab
colleaguesto “learn thingswedid not know before. ... Thistrip undoubtedly will alow
usto convey adifferentimageof | srael toour readers.”

During the visit, which was organized by Isragl’s Foreign Ministry, the Arab
journalists were taken to the Holocaust Museum Yad VaShem, the Kneesset and the
Supreme Court. They were also given opportunities to speak to average I sraglis, both
JewsandArabs, onthestreetsof Isragl’smajor cities.

Thejournalists all asked that their names not be publicized for fear that visiting
an“enemy” nation could put their jobs, and eventheir lives, at risk
