World Vision Charity fundsdiverted to arm Hamasterrorists

Christian charity duped into funding Hamas, furnishing terror group with
millionsof dollars.

One of the world's largest humanitarian charities has been duped for yearsinto
funding the Hamas terror organization, the Shin Bet security agency revealed on
Thursday.

The World Vision group, amulti-billion dollar Christian charity with more than
45,000 employees, unknowingly funded the Hamas terror group in Gazafor roughly a
decadeafter amember of Hamas, Muhammad Halabi, infiltrated World Visionin 2005.

According to the Shin Bet’sreport Thursday, Halabi funneled millionsof dollars
intended for humanitarian usetowardstheterrorist group.

By 2010, Halabi had reached a senior position within World Vision, leading its
Gaza branch, enabling him to divert more than $7 million annually from civilian needs
toHamascoffers.

In ajoint operation of the Shin Bet, the IDF, and Israeli police, Halabi was
apprehended for hiswork with theterror organization.

During interrogation, Halabi admitted he had worked within World Vision on
behalf of Hamas military wing, and that he channeled funds and other resources
towardstheterror group.

The Shin Bet reported that the 38-year old civil engineer was captured in June
whileentering | srael at the Erez crossing a ong the Gazaborder.

During his tenure as local director, some 60% of the budget given to World
Vision's Gaza branch was given over to Hamas' military wing, enabling the group to
build a base, expand its terror tunnel network, pay salaries to terrorists, and even
purchaseweapons.

Netanyahu: Radical Islam isexistential threat, just like Nazism

Speaking at a special event in the Knesset marking the 76th anniversary of the
passing of Zionist leader Ze' ev Jabotinsky, Prime Minister Binyamin Netanyahu
warned of the dangers of Islamic terrorism, drawing direct comparisonswith the threat
Nazism and Communism posed to thefreeworldin the 20th century.

“Nazism and Communism threatened free societies in the 20th century,” said
Netanyahu, “andradical Islamisthreatening theminthe 21st century.”

The Zionist leader, who passed away in 1940, had spent hisfinal years warning
European Jewry of the approaching Nazi menace and urging themto fleeto Israel, then

part of the British Mandatefor Palestine.
w “ Jabotinsky was vehemently against turning ablind eyeto the existential
(4 threat of Nazism, and for this he sustained enormous criticism, but he stuck to




hisjust position.”

“Self-denial won't help these days either. The threat of radical Islam is an
existential threat. The choiceis clear: we can either witness the intensification of this
threat, or thefreedom camp can wake up and stand at abroad and effectiveinternational
front. Our policy isbased on nurturing strength. Theweak doesnot survive.”

Netanyahu's statements come in the wake of a surge in terror attacks across
Europe, from the massacre in Paris last November, to the bombings in Brussels this
March, totheattack in Nicein July whichleft 85 dead and hundreds morewounded.

The Prime Minister also invoked Jabotinsky’s support for economic liberalism,
tyingittoeffortstoprivatizelsragl’ sBroadcasting A uthority.

“One of the things Jabotinsky believed in is the idea of a free market and the
choice of the citizen. While applying Jabotinsky's doctrine, we implemented it in all
fields. Thereis adetermined struggle to prevent competition in the media market. All
over the world there is competition, with some newspapers supporting one side and
other newspapers supporting another, and no one says anything. In Israel there was an
outlook different from Jabotinsky's; there wasimmense concentration in the economy,
media, and all other aspectsof life. We aretrying very hard to open these monopoliesto
competition, andthisisthebasic principleof democracy.”

"A Palestinian father holds up his 4-year-old son. He pleads with Isragli border
policeto kill hisown child. He shouts, "Shoot thislittle boy!" His boy. He pushes his
young son forward toward the soldiers and screams, "Kill him! Shoot him!" The boy
pauses. Heisscared. Any childwould be.

Heturnsback, looking at hisfather for guidance.

"With his shirt tightly tucked into his bright red shorts, the boy ambles forward
towards the soldiers. One of them extends his hand in friendship. The boy giveshim a
high-five.

“It'shardto makeafour-year-old hate."

Netanyahu then turned to address the parents of the world, urging them to think
of their own childreninthischild'splace.

"Imagine your own child at that age. Think of his smile. Imagine her laugh.
Picture the unrestrained joy and innocence that only a child possesses. Encouraging
someone to murder achild - let alone your own child - is probably the most inhumane

thing aperson cando.
"What did this child do to deserve this? The answer is. nothing. He is
innocent. He should be in aplayground. He should be in the sun, laughing with




other children.

"Sadly, this father's crime is not an isolated example. In Gaza, Hamas runs
summer campsthat teach childrento valuedeath over life- suicidekindergarten camps.

"The Palestinian Ministry of Education in Ramallah recently organized an event
for students to honor terrorists who murdered three civilians. Two weeks ago, the
Palestinian Authority's official newspaper praised teenage terrorists and wrote that
‘deathasamartyr isthe pathto excellenceand greatness.' That'sadirect quote.

"Palestinian and Israeli children deserve better. They deserve to live. They
deserve to live in peace. Children are not cannon fodder. They are the most precious
things in the world. They're the most precious things we have. I'm sure Palestinian
parents, many of them, areasoutraged as| am at thisvideo. Andtoday | appeal to every
father and mother around the world. | ask you to join me in calling for an end to this
abuseof children.

At the end of their investigations into the attempted a terror attack on the
Jerusalem Light Rail, Israel Police and Shabak have submitted a joint prosecutor's
statement agai nst the Arab student who masterminded theincident.

Ali AbuHasan, 21, aresident of Beit Ula, isanindustrial engineering student at a
university inHevron.

Abu Hasan intended the attack to be revenge against tourists and Jewswho visit
theTempleMount.

On the day before the attempted attack, Abu Hasan entered sovereign Israel
illegally by climbing awadi (valley) next to Tzur Bahar, until hereached an olivegrove
in Jabel Mukabar, ontheeastern outskirtsof Jerusalem.

There, he changed into casual clothing, wearing shorts, a T-shirt, and a basebal
cap. Healso shaved hisbeard into agoatee, inorder to blend in withthe crowd.

Early the next morning, Abu Hasan prayed in a nearby mosque, got on abusin
the Talpiot neighborhood of Jerusalem, and arrived at the city center, at the junction of
JaffaStreet and King George Street.

There, hewaited at the station for the Jerusalem Light Rail, with aknapsack full

of homemade pipe bombs, and began to explore his surroundingsin preparation

w for theattack.

6) Thejoint interrogations of Shabak and the Jerusalem Policeindicate that




theterrorist originally planned to blow up the bombsin arestaurant next to the station.
However, after seeing all the peoplewaiting for thelight rail train, hechanged hismind,
andwaitedfor thetrainto arrivein order towreak hisvengeance.

Light Rail security guards were suspicious of Abu Hasan's behavior. When they
checked him and hisbag, they found the pipebombs, andimmediately clearedthearea

L ater, policefound two knives and atel ephonewere also found inthe bag. There
werethree pipe bombs, fused together, with nailsand screws glued on, whilethewhole
thingwascoveredinrat poison.

Theinterrogationsal so reveal ed that Abu Hasan had been planning the attack for
sometime. Heresearched theinternet in order to learn how to make pipe bombs, bought
al thematerials, and exploded several trial bombsto be surethey'dwork.

Before he entered Israel, Abu Hasan wrote a suicide note, which he left in
university, asking hisfriendstotell hisparentswhat happened. Theterrorist actedon his
own, without directionfrom any terror organization.

The terrorist will probably be charged for attempted murder, weapons
manufacture, and conspiracy to commit a crime, in accordance with the prosecutor's
statement. Hisarrest hasbeen extended until August 5th
