The Israel Defense Force (IDF) has started work on a massive underground
concrete wall along the Gaza Strip border to prevent Hamas militants from digging
tunnelsintolsragli territory and usingthemintheir attacks, | sraeli officialssay.

Israeli defense officials, speaking on condition of anonymity, confirmed to AP
that the construction of the barrier began several weeksago. They also said that thewall
IS expected to stretch along the entire Israeli border with Gaza, which is about 60
kilometerslong.

The officials also said that the concrete wall will reach dozens of meters bel ow
ground. However, construction only entered itsinitial phase and could take years, they
added, asreported by AP.

In the meantime, Isragli Y net news outlet reported that the works on the wall
began along all towns considered to be next to the fence with Gaza. It also said that the
new wall will be equipped with sensorsableto detect digging.

IDF Chief of Staff Gadi Eisencott called the wall the “largest project” ever
carried out inthe history of the IDF, asreported by Y net news. I sraeli Defense Ministry
approved the project worth $ 530 million in July. However, it is still unclear how the
project will befinanced dueto thelack of explanation from the government. It received
$159.3millionininitial funding.

So far, Isragl already surrounded Gaza Strip with an above-ground fence
equipped with sensors, cameras, barbed wireand watch towers.

The building of the wall is aimed at preventing Hamas militants from digging
underground tunnels it uses to attack Israelis. These tunnels were identified as a
strategicthreat by Israeli military officials.

Hamas reacted to the move by saying that thewall will not deter the group. "The
Palestinian people and the resistance can overcome all the obstacles made by the
occupation. The resistance is creative and advanced and doesn't care about the
occupation's procedures," Salah Bardawil, a senior Hamas official in Gaza, said, as
guoted by AP.Ancther high ranking Hamas official told Y net news that the Isragli
forces “are digging death traps for themselves.” Hamas also vowed to attack |srael
shouldthewall bebuilt, Timesof | srael reports.

Thewall wasfirst proposed by the IDF in 2014 in the wake of the conflict with
Hamas in Gaza. Hamas, which has ruled Gaza since 2007, used the cross-border
underground tunnel sto launch attacksagainst | srael during theconflict.

Israeli forces discovered and destroyed 32 such tunnels at that time. In April and
May 2016, | DF found two tunnels that crossed into Israeli territory from Gazafor the
firsttimesincetheend of the2014 conflict.

In February, Isragli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu vowed to build barriers
to“ defend ourselvesagainst wild beasts.”

US journal Foreign Policy reported in March that Israel is building an

“Underground Iron Dome,” asystem that could detect and destroy cross-border
w tunnels. The government spent more than $ 250 million on the project since
g 2004, accordingtolsragl'sChannel 2TV station.




Report: Mahmoud Abbaswas a K GB agent

Documents smuggled to London from Moscow by former KGB archivist and
defector Vasili Mitrokhinlist the Palestinian Authority President asbeing aK GB agent
in Damascusin 1983; researcher: 'thedocumentsarevery reliable.' ltamar Eichner.

Palestinian Authority Chairman Mahmoud Abbas was an agent for the former
Russian Secret Intelligence Service (KGB) in 1983 in Syria, according to areport by
Channel 1, published Wednesday evening.

The report claims that information was taken from documents smuggled to the
West by Vasili Mitrokhin who wasamajor and senior archivist for the KGB. Mitrokhin
eventually became a defector against the Soviet regime and fled to the West in
possession of many documentswhich hesmuggled from Russiato L ondon.

The Mitrokhin Archive was opened to public researchersjust afew months ago.
Therelevant document reached researchersat the Truman Institute’s, Dr. | sabellaGinor
and Gideon Remez, who previously workedfor I srael’'sVoiceof Isragl (Kol Yisradl).

Contained in the documents is, among other things, alist list of sources from
1983, aids and Palestinian agents of the KGB in Damascus. Listed among them is
Mahmoud Abbas, bornin 1935, under the codename of ‘ K ortov’ —mole—and marked
asaKGB agentin Syria.

Mitrokhin’sdocumentsreveal theidentitiesof morethan onethousand spiesand
collaborators who worked for the KGB. Indeed, investigators have emphasized that
Mahmoud Abbasis listed not as a collaborator or someone who could be turned into a
spy, but categorically asaK GB agent.

“Thefull archive of Mitrokhin was opened to researchersonly last year and we
ordered the entire file on the Middle East numbered 24. It was sent to us from
Cambridge University and we read it point by point,” Remez said. “The source is
extremely reliablewhen not all thedetailsareknown.”

Accordingtothelist, Abbaswasan agent in 1983 but it isnot yet known whether
he also was before or after that year. A preliminary conclusion that has been drawn is
that he was recruited to the KGB when he was a student in Moscow when he wrote a
doctoral dissertationinwhich hegrossly played down thecrimesof the Hol ocaust.

US paid $1.3bn in interest on debt to Iran left over from Shah’stime,

Two daysafter delivering $400 millionin cashto Tehranto pay off adecades-old
debt, the US paid $1.3 billion more to cover the interest, but Obama administration
critics say the payment was essentialy ransom for the release of US prisoners in
January.

The debt dates back to the 1970s when the government of Iran paid the United
States $400 million for military equipment that was never delivered because the
revolution of 1979 ousted Iran's US-friendly Shah, turning Tehran and
Washington into bitter enemies. Amid the nuclear deal negotiations, the two
countries agreed that the US would return the money — with interest. The tota




amountedto $1.7 billion.

TheWall Street Journal reported last week that the $400 million wasdelivered to
Tehran in cash on January 17 — the same day Iran released three American prisoners.
Critics claimed that the White House had essentially paid ransom for the hostages. The
U S State Department confirmed thelink between the prisoner rel ease and the payment,
but insisted that the US had simply withheld the payment until the US citizenswere set
freeinorder tokeepleverageover Tehranincaseittriedtobail onthedeal.

State Department spokeswoman Elizabeth Trudeau confirmed on Wednesday
that, two days after the cash delivery, theinterest on the debt was paid aswell. The $1.3
billion was transferred in 13 separate payments of $99,999,999.99, with the final
payment amounting to about $10 million.

“The $1.3 billion payment has been made. It was made through a transaction
involving central banks but obviously not the US central bank because there are
extensiverestrictionson thefinancial rel ationship between the United Statesand Iran,”
WhiteHouse Presssecretary Josh Earnest said earlier thisweek.

US officials offered no explanation asto why the Treasury Department kept the
individual transactions under $100 million, but Trudeau said the debt was considered
settled by Iran, despitebeing 13 centsshort.

According to A P, the money went through athird nation’s central bank, although
Trudeau would not confirm this, citing the confidentiality of America’s international
partners. The US has no banking relationship with Iran and cannot make financia
transactions with Iranian institutions directly. President Obama cited this obstacle
when explaining why the $400 million payment had been made in cash, though it was
apparently not aproblemwhen paying theinterest on thedebt.

The money came from the so-called Judgment Fund, which the Treasury
Department usesfor settling litigation claims and doesn’'t require direct congressional
approval for the president to tap.

The USisnot the only nation with debts dueto Iran that have lingered since the
Shah’'s times due to poor relations. Earlier this month, Switzerland's highest court
ordered Israel to pay Iran around $1.1 billion plusinterest to settleadebt related to an ail
pipelinecompany that thetwo nationshad set up inthe 1960s.

There was a hope that the Nazi policy of promoting Jewish emigration from Germany
will open up great opportunitiesfor theYishuv [Zionist settlersin Palesting].”

Thehighlight of its shocking solidarity with the Nazi view of racial purity can be
found in the 1934 book by Rabbi Joachim Prinz, who was among the Zionist leadersin
Germany. In his book Wir Juden (We the Jews), Prinz had expressed his satisfaction
withthe“ Germanrevolution” that had destroyed liberalism: “ Theonly form of political
life which had helped Jewish assimilation, had sunk and disappeared”, celebrated Dr.
Prinz, who saw the Nazi racial laws as “fulfilling our aspirations’. He then continues:
“We wish that assimilation today will be replaced with a new law: a declaration of
bel onging to the Jewish peopleand the Jewish race. A country whichisbuilt onthebasis
of national and racial purity can only be respected by a Jew who declares his affiliation
with hisown species.”
