The word Kafir should be used instead of “unbeliever”, the standard usage.
Unbeliever is a neutra term. The Koran defines the Kafir and Kafir is not a neutral
word. A Kafirisnot merely someonewho doesnot agreewith Islam, but aKafirisevil,
disgusting, the lowest form of life. Kafirs can be deceived, hated, endaved, tortured,
killed, lied to and cheated.

M ohammed went from being apreacher to apolitician and warrior. Asapreacher
he garnered only 150 followersin 13 years. Then he changed Islam’s strategy into a
political form.

THE THREE VIEWS OF ISLAM

Therearethree points of view in dealing with Islam. The point of view you have
depends upon how you feel about Mohammed. If you believe Mohammed is the
prophet of Allah, then you are a believer. If you don’t, you are a Kafir. The third
viewpointisthat of adhimmi, aKafir whoisanapologist for |slam.

Dhimmis do not believe that Mohammed was a prophet, but they never say
anything that would displease a Muslim. Dhimmis never offend Islam and condemn
any analysisthatiscritical of Islamasbeing biassed.

L et usgive an exampleof thethree pointsof view.

In Medina, Mohammed sat al day long beside his 12-year-old wife while they
watched as the heads of 800 male Jews were removed by sword. Their heads were cut
off because they had said that Mohammed was not the prophet of Allah. Muslimsview
these deaths as necessary because denying Mohammed' s prophet-hood was an offense
against Islam, and beheading is the accepted method of punishment, sanctioned by
Allah.

Kafirslook at this event as proof of the jihadic violence of Islam and as an evil
act. They call it ethniccleansing.

Apologists (dhimmis) say that this was a historic event, that all cultures have
violencein their past, and that no judgment should be passed. They ignorethe Islamic
belief that the Sunna, M ohammed’ swords and deedsin the past, isthe perfect model for
today and tomorrow and forever. They ignore the fact that this past event of the
beheading of 800 Jewish men continues to be acceptablein the present and the future,
thusthefate of Daniel Pearl (areporter who wasbeheaded on camera).

According to the different points of view, killing the 800 Jews was either evil, a
perfect godly act or only another historical event, takeyour pick.

Noticethat thereis no right and wrong here, merely different points of view that
cannot be reconciled. Thereisno possibleresol ution between the view of the Kafir and
the Muslim. The apologist triesto bring about a bridge building compromise, but it is
not logicaey possible.
