Theprosecution for theHaifadistrict submitted anindictment against 2 Arabsfor
anarson attack near Haifaduring therecent arsonwave.

The prosecution for the Haifa district submitted an indictment and request for
arrest to thedistrict court against an 18-year-old and youth from the Arab town of Umm
al-Fahm near Haifafor setting afire near the Jewish community of Meil Ami inthat area
during therecent waveof firesthroughout | sradl.

The indictment describes that the two arrived to the front of the Jewish
community at around 10 PM, and parked their car near brush along the entry road
neighboring acypressforest.

Thetwotook apart alighter and lit aflame, which wascompounded by thefumes
fromthelighter. They made surethat thisflame caught onto surrounding brush and fled
thescene.

As they made their departure, the security coordinator of the community was
patrolling the area; he noticed the growing fire and the fleeing vehicle, after which he
proceededtofollow.

When the two arsonists discerned that they were being followed, they
accelerated in an attempt to escape.

The indictment read, “As aresult of the actions of the indicted, fire spread and
burnt an area spanning 290 square meters.”

The prosecution requested that the court keep the accused under arrest until the
conclusion of legal proceedingsagainst them.

Poverty report findsmorethan 1in 5 Isradisliving below poverty line.

More than 20 percent of Israelis are living below the poverty line, according to
thecountry'sannual poverty report, showingaslight drop fromthepreviousyear.
The data for the report released Thursday by the National Insurance Institute was
gathered by the Central Bureau of Statisticsfromasurvey of 9,000 I sraeli househol ds.

According to the report, in 2015 there were 1,712,900 people living below the
poverty line, or 21.7 percent of the population. That was adecrease from the 22 percent
In2014.

For an individual, the poverty line is one living on less than 3,158 shekels, or
$821 amonth.

Some 460,800 families, or 19.1 percent, were living below the poverty line,
including 764,200 children. That wasaslight risefromthe 18.8 percent in 2014.

According to the report, the poor in 2015 were poorer than in 2014, with the gap
betweenincomeand thepoverty lineincreasing.

The poverty rate among haredi families decreased to 48.7 percent from 54.3

percent ayear earlier. Haredi familiesmakeup 17 percent of the poor familiesin
w Israel. A risein child benefits and more employment were seen asreasonsfor the
4 decrease.




Thepoverty rateamongArab-Israeli familiesincreased to 53.3 percent from 52.6
percentin 2014. Thereport said it wasnot clear why therateincreased, noting therisein
child benefits.

Theminimumwageisexpected torise next month for thesecondtimeinayear.

|srael has the highest poverty rates of all developed countries, the report noted,
citing figures from the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development, or
OCED.

An alternative poverty report released earlier in the week by the Isragli NGO
L atet found that some 29 percent of all Israglisliveinpoverty.

Meanwhile, a survey released Wednesday by the International Fellowship of
Christians and Jews in advance of the national poverty study found that 81 percent of
the Israeli poor say they lack the ability or opportunity to escape the cycle of poverty.
The survey also found that 21 percent of the respondents believe their children’s
economic futureswill significantly improve and some 25 percent would leave I sragl for
another country if they could.

Moreimportantly, there hasbeen no
criticism at all from the Obama administration or other involved partiesregarding this
critical violation.

Hajizadeh, Iran's commander of the Iamic Revolutionary Guards Corps (IRGC)

missiles, the Iranian authoritiesand expertshave used innovative and shortcut methods
