Facebook closes over 100 Hamas-linked accounts, angering terror group

Hamas slammed the social media giant Facebook for closing down over a
hundred pages bel onging or sympatheticto theterror groupin control of the Gaza Strip.

The closures took place on Thursday, in light of a social media campaign by
Hamas to celebrate the man who first manufactured bombs for it in the early 1990s,
Yahya Ayyash, known as “the engineer.” Ayyash was assassinated by Israel 21 years
agoon Thursday.

“We condemn the arbitrary measures taken by Facebook management against
the pages and accounts supporting the Hamas movement. We affirm that those pages
have the right to express their points of view just as anyone else does,” wrote Hamas
spokesman Husam Badran in astatement posted ontheterror group’ swebsite.

Badran called on * Pal estinian activists and Pal estinian news siteswith Facebook
pagesto search for effectivereplacements’ for Facebook.

Hamas said a total of 90 Facebook pages belonging to Hamas or sites
sympathetic to the group were taken down, as well as another 30 personal pages
belonging to individuals. Other Palestinian news sites on Twitter said over 200 pro-
Hamasaccountswere closed by Facebook since Thursday,

On Thursday, official Hamas mediaand sites sympathetic to the group launched
asocial media campaign commemorating the 21st anniversary of the assassination of
Ayyashwiththeslogan“BelikeAyyash.”

Ayyash was assassinated by Israel in 1996 by a remotely detonated cellphone
given to the bomb maker by aclose friend who had been in the service of the Shin Bet,
|srael’ sinternal security agency.

Hamas has long accused Facebook of colluding with Isragl against it and
suppressing free speech for Palestinians.

Israel has accused Facebook of facilitating Palestinian incitement against
Israelis, especially following awave of hundredsof attacksthat beganin October 2015,
which security servicessaid wasfuel ed by onlineincitement.

In April, Facebook shut down the Facebook page for the spokesperson of
Hamas' smilitary wing the Qassam Brigades, only aday after it wasopened.

However, despite the closures of many Hamas-linked Facebook accounts on
Thursday, the official page of the Qassam Brigades, considered aterror group by most
Western governments, isstill online.

Ayyash continues to be lionized not just by Hamas supporters but also by
Pal estinian Authority President Mahmoud Abbas' s Fatah party, which on Thursday also
published postson Facebook and Twitter commemorating the death of “theengineer.”

Meanwhile, on Tuesday, the so-called Facebook bill, whichwould allow the state
to seek court ordersto force the social media giant to remove certain content based on
policerecommendations, passed itsfirst reading inthe K nesset.

The government says the bill will only be invoked in cases of suspected

Incitement, where there is a real possibility that the material in question
w endangersthe public or national security.

Interior Minister Aryeh Deri is expected to revoke the residency permit of the
family of the terrorist who perpetrated the ramming attack at the Haas Promenade in
whichfour lsraglis- an 1 DF officer and three cadets- were murdered.

In a Radio Kol Hai interview Deri said that "this is worse than Hamas terror
attacks. This murderer was incited for months on social media. His brother and sisters
knew about it but didn't do anything."

In a Shas faction meeting at the Knesset yesterday, Deri asked MK Yoav Ben
Tzur to promote legislation which would enabl e the revocation of residency without a
disciplinary hearing. Deri himself initiated the law anumber of months ago and now it
will besubmitted.

"It is unthinkable that |sraelis should exploit their residency and citizenship to
perpetrate terror attacks, kill Isragli citizens and act against the state. In the present
situation the process of revoking citizenship is long and complicated and | intend to
changethis," said Deri.

Details Emerge Of Restrictions On Us Military Aid To | srael
Final Clause Hints at Impact of Future Budget Pressure

The US State Department on Tuesday released the unclassified portions of the
memorandum of understanding (M OU) on $38 billion in US military assistance to
Israel between 2019 and 1028 signed by the two governments in September 2016.
Someanalystsin I srael expressed alarm at theprovisions.

The main points of the document released on Tuesday include a confirmation
that the agreement provides for Washington granting Israel $3.3 hillion a year in
Foreign Military Financing (FMF) and $500 million for missile defense. It also
confirmed that |srael obligesitself not to seek or accept additional monies all ocated by
Congressbeyond thisamount unlessunder very extreme emergency circumstances.

Also confirmed isthe phase out of aclausein previous aid agreements whereby
|srael was alowed to convert some of the aid money into shekelsfor usein procuring
equipment from | sraeli defensecompanies. Thisphaseout will, itishoped, allow Isragli
firms to make adjustments to their operational plans which will preserve their
production linesand other infrastructure.

Other more problematic clausesincludelanguage discouraging Israel fromusing
the FM F to purchasejet fuel, which it has been doing for several years, but instead use
the money for purchasing more tangible defense articles directly from US
manufacturers. Other language implies that Washington wants more access to Isradli
plansto use both the FMF and it’s own domestic tax revenues for defense and security
procurements.

Finaly, the last line of the agreement reads “Both sides acknowledge that the
funding level sin thisunderstanding assume continuation of adequate funding levelsfor
US foreign assistance and missile defense overall, and are subject to the

appropriationand availability of fundsfor these purposes.” %
