REMARKSBY PRESIDENT TRUMPAND PRIME MINISTER

PRESIDENT TRUMP: Thank you very much. Thank you. Today | have the honor of
welcoming my friend, Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu, to the White House. With
this visit, the United States again reaffirms our unbreakable bond with our cherished
aly, Israel. The partnership between our two countries built on our shared values has
advanced the cause of human freedom, dignity and peace. Thesearethe building blocks
of democracy.

The state of Israel isasymbol to the world of resilience in the face of oppression —
| can think of no other state that’s gone through what they’ ve gone — and of
survival in the face of genocide. We will never forget what the Jewish people have
endured.

Your perseverance in the face of hostility, your open democracy in the face of
violence, and your success in the face of tall oddsistruly inspirational. The security
challenges faced by Israel are enormous, including the threat of Iran’s nuclear
ambitions, which I’ ve talked a lot about. One of the worst deals I’ ve ever seen isthe
Iran deal. My administration has already imposed new sanctions on Iran, and | will
do more to prevent Iran from ever developing — | mean ever — a nuclear weapon.
Our security assistance to Isradl is currently at an all-time high, ensuring that |srael
has the ability to defend itself from threats of which there are unfortunately many.
Both of our countries will continue and grow. We have along history of cooperation
in the fight against terrorism and the fight against those who do not value human
life. Americaand Israel are two nations that cherish the value of all human life.

Thisisone more reason why | rglect unfair and one-sided actions against Israel at
the United Nations — just treated Israel, in my opinion, very, very unfairly — or
other international forums, as well as boycotts that target | srael. Our administration
Is committed to working with Israel and our common alliesin the region towards
greater security and stability. That includes working toward a peace agreement
between Israel and the Palestinians. The United States will encourage a peace and,
really, a great peace deal. We'll be working on it very, very diligently. Very
Important to me also — something we want to do. But it is the parties themselves
who must directly negotiate such an agreement. We'll be beside them; we'll be
working with them.

As with any successful negotiation, both sides will have to make compromises. You
know that, right? (L aughter.)

PRIME MINISTER NETANYAHU: Both sides.

PRESIDENT TRUMP: | want the Israeli people to know that the United
w States stands with Isragl in the struggle against terrorism. As you know, Mr.
@ Prime Minister, our two nations will always condemn terrorist acts. Peace




requires nations to uphold the dignity of human life and to be avoice for al of those
who are endangered and forgotten.

Those are the ideals to which we all, and will always, aspire and commit. This will
be the first of many productive meetings. And I, again, Mr. Prime Minister, thank
you very much for being with us today.

PRESIDENT TRUMP: Thank you. Again, thank you.

Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu made the following remarks at a joint news
briefing Wednesday at the White House together with President of the United States
Donald Trump. Following his remarks, the president and the prime minister accepted
questions from selected journalists.

“President Trump, thank you for the truly warm hospitality you and Melania have
shown me, my wife Sara, our entire delegation. | deeply value your friendship to me,
to the State of Israel. It was so clearly evident in the words you just spoke. Isragl has
no better ally than the United States, and | want to assure you, the United States has
no better ally than Isradl.

Our alliance has been remarkably strong, but under your leadership, I'm confident it
will get even stronger. | look forward to working with you to dramatically upgrade
our aliancein every field, in security, in technology, in cyber and trade and so many
others. And | certainly welcome your forthright call to ensure that Isradl istreated
fairly in international forums and that the slander and boycotts of Israel are resisted
mightily by the power and moral position of the United States of America.

Asyou have said, our alliance is based on a deep bond of common values and
common interest. And increasingly, those values and interests are under attack by
one malevolent force: Radical Islamic terror.

Mr. President, you'’ ve shown great clarity and courage in confronting this challenge
head-on. You call for confronting Iran’s terrorist regime, preventing Iran from
realizing this terrible deal into a nuclear arsenal, and you have said that the United
States is committed to preventing Iran from getting nuclear weapons. You call for
the defeat of 1SIS.

Under your leadership, | believe we can reverse the rising tide of radical Islam. And
in this great task, asin so many others, Isradel stands with you and | stand with you.

Mr. President, in rolling back militant |slam, we can seize an historic opportunity,
because for the first time in my lifetime and for the first timein the life of my
country, Arab countriesin the region do not see Israel as an enemy, but increasingly
—asanaly.

| believe that under your leadership, this change in our region creates an
unprecedented opportunity to strengthen security and advance peace. Let us seize
this moment together; let us bolster security; let us seek new avenues of peace; and
let us bring the remarkable alliance between Isragl and the United States to

even greater heights.

Thank you, thank you, Mr. President.”

Q: ... And secondly, on the settlement issue, are you both on the same page? How
do you exactly term that asit relates to the settlement issue? Thank you.

PRESIDENT TRUMP: Asfar as settlements, I’d like to see you hold back on
settlementsfor alittle bit. We' Il work something out. But | would like to see a dedl
be made. | think a deal will be made. | know that every President would like to.
Most of them have not started until |ate because they never thought it was possible.
And it wasn't possible because they didn’'t doit.

But Bibi and | have known each other along time — a smart man, great negotiator.
And | think we' re going to make adeal. It might be abigger and better deal than
people in this room even understand. That's a possibility. So let’s see what we do.

PRIME MINISTER NETANYAHU: Let'stry it.

PRESIDENT TRUMP: Doesn't sound too optimistic, but — (laughter) — he'sa
good negotiator.

PRIME MINISTER NETANYAHU: That'sthe “art of the deal.” (laughter.)

PRESIDENT TRUMP: | also want to thank — | also want to thank — Sara, could
you please stand up? You're so lovely and you'’ ve been so niceto Melania. |
appreciate it very much. (Applause.) Thank you. - Your turn.

PRIME MINISTER NETANYAHU: Yes, please. Go ahead.

Q: Thank you very much. Mr. President, in your vision for the new Middle East
peace, are you ready to give up the notion of two-state solution that was adopted by
previous administration? And will you be willing to hear different ideas from the
Prime Minister, as some of his partners are asking him to do, for example,
annexation of parts of the West Bank and unrestricted settlement constructions? And
one more question: Are you going to fulfill your promise to move the U.S. embassy
in Israel to Jerusalem? And if so, when?

And, Mr. Prime Minister, did you come here tonight to tell the President that you're
backing off the two-state solution? Thank you.

PRESIDENT TRUMP: So I’'m looking at two-state and one-state, and | like the one
that both partieslike. (Laughter.) I’m very happy with the one that both parties like.
| can live with either one.

| thought for awhile the two-state looked like it may be the easier of the two. But
honestly, if Bibi and if the Palestinians — if Israel and the Palestinians are happy,
I’m happy with the one they like the best.

Asfar as the embassy moving to Jerusalem, I'd love to see that happen. We're
looking at it very, very strongly. We're looking at it with great care — great care,
w believe me. And we'll see what happens. Okay?

@ PRIME MINISTER NETANYAHU: Thank you. | read yesterday that an




American officia said that if you ask five people what two states would look like,
you'd get eight different answers. Mr. President, if you ask five Isradlis, you' d get
12 different answers. (Laughter.)

But rather than deal with labels, | want to deal with substance. It's something I’ ve
hoped to do for yearsin aworld that’s absolutely fixated on |abels and not on
substance. So here’s the substance: There are two prerequisites for peace that | laid
out two years — several years ago, and they haven’'t changed.

First, the Palestinians must recognize the Jewish state. They have to stop calling for
Israel’s destruction. They have to stop educating their people for Isragl’s destruction.

Second, in any peace agreement, Israel must retain the overriding security control
over the entire areawest of the Jordan River. Because if we don’'t, we know what
will happen — because otherwise we' |l get another radical |slamic terrorist statein
the Palestinian areas exploding the peace, exploding the Middle East.

Now, unfortunately, the Palestinians vehemently reg ect both prerequisites for peace.
First, they continue to call for Israel’s destruction — inside their schools, inside their
mosques, inside the textbooks. You have to read it to believeit.

... S0 thisisthe source of the conflict — the persistent Palestinian refusal to
recognize the Jewish state in any boundary; this persistent rejection. That’s the
reason we don’'t have peace. Now, that has to change. | want it to change. Not only
have | not abandoned these two prerequisites of peace; they’ ve become even more
Important because of the rising tide of fanaticism that has swept the Middle East and
has also, unfortunately, infected Palestinian society.

So | want this to change. | want those two prerequisites of peace — substance, not
labels — | want them reinstated. But if anyone believesthat |, as Prime Minister of
Israel, responsible for the security of my country, would blindly walk into a
Palestinian terrorist state that seeks the destruction of my country, they’re gravely
mistaken. The two prerequisites of peace — recognition of the Jewish state, and
Israel’s security needs west of the Jordan — they remain pertinent. We have to look
for new ways, new ideas on how to reinstate them and how to move peace forward.
And | believe that the great opportunity for peace comes from aregional approach
from involving our newfound Arab partners in the pursuit of abroader peace and
peace with the Palestinians.

And | greatly look forward to discussing thisin detail with you, Mr. President,
because | think that if we work together, we have a shot.

PRESIDENT TRUMP: And we have been discussing that, and it is something that
Isvery different, hasn’'t been discussed before. And it’s actually a much bigger deal,
amuch more important deal, in a sense. It would take in many, many countries and
it would cover avery large territory. So | didn’t know you were going to be
mentioning that, but that’s — now that you did, | think it's aterrific thing and | think
we have some pretty good cooperation from people that in the past would

never, ever have even thought about doing this. So we'll see how that works
