British government won’t apologize for Balfour Declaration

The British Government has issued a statement saying it does not intend to
apologizefor the 1917 Balfour Declaration through which Britain announced it favored
“theestablishment in Pal estine of anational homefor the Jewish people.”

Last week’s British statement was made in response to a petition that was
published on the United Kingdom government website by the Palestinian Return
Centreorganization.

Toward the end of the First World War, British Foreign Secretary Arthur Balfour
wrote a short letter to Lord Rothschild which the Israeli government describes as
representing the“first political recognition of Zionist aimsby aGreat Power.” Theletter
IsknownastheBalfour Declaration. OnNov. 2,1917, Balfour wrote:

Dear Lord Rothschild,

| have much pleasure in conveying to you, on behalf of His Majesty's
Government, the following declaration of sympathy with Jewish Zionist aspirations
which hasbeen submitted to, and approved by, the Cabinet.

“HisMajesty’s Government view with favour the establishment in Palestine of a
national homefor the Jewish people, and will usetheir best endeavoursto facilitatethe
achievement of thisobject, it being clearly under stood that nothing shall be donewhich
may prejudice the civil and religious rights of existing non-Jewish communities in
Palestine, or therightsand political statusenjoyed by Jewsinany other country.”

The Palestinian petition, brought as the 100th anniversary of the declaration
nears, claims “the colonial policy of Britain between 1917 and 1948 led to mass
displacement of the Pal estinian nation.”

In response, Britain hasasserted it does not intend to apol ogi ze. “We are proud of
our rolein creatingthe Stateof Israel,” theU.K. statement affirmed.

“The Declaration was written in aworld of competing imperial powers, in the
midst of the First World War and in the twilight of the Ottoman Empire,” the
government explained initsstatement. “ In that context, establishing ahomeland for the
Jewish peopleintheland to whichthey had such strong historical and religioustieswas
the right and moral thing to do, particularly against the background of centuries of
persecution. Of course, afull assessment of the Declaration and what followed from it
can only bemadeby historians.”

The U.K. statement goes on to say the Declaration should have called for the
political rights of non-Jews in Palestine, especially the right of self-determination.
However, it continues, the “important thing” isto look forward to security and justice
for Israelis and Palestinians. According to Britain the “best way to achieve this’ is
through atwo-state sol ution.

The U.K. government also responded that should the petition garner
100,000 signaturesit will be debated in Parliament. Thedeadlinefor the petition
4 isMay 3. Therewere 13,568 signatures by thelast week of April.




Theinside story on why British Gover nment issued the Balfour Declar ation.

At arecorded public addressin 1961, at the Willard Hotel, Benjamin Freeman, a
Jewish defector, warned America that “ ...here in the United States, the Zionists and
their co-religionists have complete control of our government. For many reasons too
many and too complex to go into here at this-- time. I'll be glad to answer questions,
however, to support that statement -- the Zionists and their co-religionists rule this
United Statesasthough they weretheabsol ute monarchsof thiscountry.

Now, you say, ‘well, that's avery broad statement to make', but let me show
what happened while you were -- | don't want to wear that out --- let me show what
happened whileWE wereall asleep. I'mincluding myself withyou. Wewereall adeep.
What happened?

World War | broke out in the summer of 1914. Nineteen-hundred and
fourteen wastheyear in which World War Onebrokeout. Therearefew peopleheremy
agewho remember that. Now that war waswaged on one side by Great Britain, France,
and Russia; and on the other side by Germany, Austria-Hungary, and Turkey. What
happened?

Within two years Germany had wonthat war: not alonewon it nominally, but
won it actually. The German submarines, which were asurpriseto theworld, had swept
al the convoys from the Atlantic Ocean, and Great Britain stood there without
ammunition for her soldiers, stood there with oneweek'sfood supply facing her -- and
after that, starvation.

At that time, the French army had mutinied. They lost 600,000 of the flower
of French youth in the defense of Verdun on the Somme. The Russian army was
defecting. They were picking up their toys and going home, they didn't want to play
war anymore, they didn't likethe Czar. Andtheltalianarmy had coll apsed.

Now Germany -- not ashot had been fired onthe German soil. Not an enemy
soldier had crossed the border into Germany. And yet, here was Germany offering
England peace terms. They offered England a negotiated peace on what the lawyers
call astatusquo antebasis. That means:

“Let'scall thewar off, andlet everything beasit wasbeforethewar started.”

WEell, England, in the summer of 1916 was considering that. Seriously! They
had no choice. It was ether accepting this negotiated peace that Germany was
magnanimoudly offering them, or going on withthewar and being totally defeated.

While that was going on, the Zionists in Germany, who represented the
Zionists from Eastern Europe, went to the British War Cabinet and -- | am going to be

| make if anyone hereiscurious, or doesn't believe what I'm saying isat all possible --
the Zionistsin London went to the British war cabinet and they said: “L ook here. You
canyet winthiswar. Youdon't havetogiveup. You don't haveto accept the negotiated
peace offered to you now by Germany. You can win thiswar if the United States will

comeinasyour ally.”
The United States was not in the war at that time. We were fresh; we
were young; we were rich; we were powerful. They [Zionists] told England:




“Wewill guaranteeto bring the United Statesinto thewar asyour aly, to fight with you
onyour side, if youwill promise usPa estineafter youwinthewar.”

In other words, they made thisdeal: “Wewill get the United Statesinto this
war asyour aly. The priceyou must pay usis Palestine after you havewon thewar and
defeated Germany, Austria-Hungary, and Turkey.”

Now England had as much right to promise Palestine to anybody, as the
United States would have to promise Japan to Ireland for any reason whatsoever. It's
absolutely absurd that Great Britain -- that never had any connection or any interest or
any right in what is known as Palestine -- should offer it as coin of the realm to pay the
Zionistsfor bringing theUnited Statesintothewar.

However, they made that promise, in October of 1916. October, nineteen
hundred and sixteen. And shortly after that -- | don't know how many hereremember it -
- the United States, which was almost totally pro-German -- totally pro-German --
because the newspapers here were controlled by Jews, the bankers were Jews, al the
mediaof mass communicationsin this country were controlled by Jews, and they were
pro-German because their people, in the majority of cases came from Germany, and
they wanted to see Germany lick the Czar.

TheJewsdidn'tliketheCzar, and they didn't want Russiatowinthiswar. So
the German bankers -- the German-Jews -- Kuhn Loeb and the other big banking firms
in the United States refused to finance France or England to the extent of one dollar.
They stood asideand they said: “ Aslong as Franceand England aretied up with Russia,
not one cent!” But they poured money into Germany, they fought with Germany
against Russia, tryingtolick the Czarist regime.

Now those same Jews, when they saw thepossibility of getting Palestine, they
went to England and they made thisdeal. At that time, everything changed, like the
traffic light that changes from red to green. Where the newspapers had been al pro-
German, where they'd been telling the people of the difficulties that Germany was
having fighting Great Britain commercially and in other respects, al of a sudden the
Germanswereno good. They werevillains. They were Huns. They were shooting
Red Crossnurses. They were cutting off babies hands. Andthey werenogood.

WEell, shortly after that, Mr. Wilson declared war on Germany.

The Zionists in London sent these cables to the United States, to Justice
Brandeis: “ Gotowork on President Wilson. We'regetting from England what wewant.
Now you go to work, and you go to work on President Wilson and get the United States
into thewar." And that did happen. That's how the United States got into the war. \We
had no moreinterestinit; wehad no morerighttobeinit...

Now thewar -- World War One -- in which the United States participated had
absolutely no reason to be our war. We went inthere -- wewererailroaded into it -- if |
can be vulgar, wewere suckeredinto -- that war merely so that the Zionists of theworld
could obtain Palestine. Now, that is something that the people in the United States
havenever beentold. They never knew why wewent into World War One...

After we got into the war, the Zionists went to Great Britain and they said:

“Well, weperformed our part of theagreement. Let'shave somethinginwriting
w that shows that you are going to keep your bargain and give us Palestine after
(6)  you win the war.”  Because they didn't know whether the war would last




another year or another ten years. So they started to work out areceipt. Thereceipt
took theform of aletter, and it wasworded in very cryptic language so that the world at
large wouldn't know what it was all about. And that was called the Balfour
Declaration.

The Balfour Declaration was merely Great Britain's promise to pay the
Zionistswhat they had agreed upon asaconsideration for getting the United Statesinto
thewar. Now, that iswhereall thetrouble started. The United States went in the war.
The United States crushed Germany. Wewent inthere, and it's history. You know what
happened. Now, when the war was ended, and the Germans went to Paris, to the Paris
Peace Conferencein 1919, there were 117 Jews there, as a del egation representing the
Jews, headed by Bernard Baruch. | wasthere: | ought to know. Now what happened?

The Jews at that peace conference, when they were cutting up Germany and
parceling out Europe to all these nations that claimed a right to a certain part of
European territory, the Jews said, “How about Palestine for us?” And they produced,
for thefirst timeto theknowledge of the Germans, thisBalfour Declaration.

So the Germans, for the first timerealized, “ Oh, that wasthegame! That'swhy
the United States came into thewar.” And the Germansfor the first time realized that
they were defeated, they suffered this terrific reparation that was slapped onto them,
becausethe Zionistswanted Pal estine and they weredeterminedto get it at any cost.

Now, that brings us to another very interesting point. When the Germans
realizedthis, they naturally resented it. Up to that time, the Jews had never been better
off in any country in the world than they had been in Germany. The Jews were doing
very well in Germany. No question about that. Now, the Germansfelt: “Well, that was
quiteasellout.” ... Imagine how we would feel. WEell, that's how the Germansfelt
towards these Jews. "We've been so nice to them"; and from 1905 on, when the first
Communist revolution in Russia failed, and the Jews had to scramble out of Russia,
they all went to Germany. And Germany gavethemrefuge. Andthey weretreated very
nicely. And herethey sold Germany down theriver for no reason at all other than they
wanted Pal estineasaso-called “ Jewish commonweal th.”

Now, Nahum Sokolow -- all the great |eaders, the big names that you read about
In connection with Zionism today -- they, in 1919, 1920, '21, '22, and '23, they wrotein
al their papersthat "the feeling against the Jews in Germany isdueto the fact that they
realized that this great defeat was brought about by our intercession and bringing the
United Statesinto thewar against them." The Jewsthemselvesadmitted that.

There was no religious feeling. There was no sentiment against those people
merely on account of their religiousbelief. 1t wasall political. 1t waseconomic. Itwas
anything but religious. Nobody caredin Germany whether aJew went homeand pulled
down the shadesand said “ Shema' Yisrael” or “ Our Father.” No onecared in Germany
any morethanthey dointheUnited States.

Now thisfeeling that developed later in Germany was due to one thing: that the
Germans held the Jews responsible for their crushing defeat, for no reason at all,
because World War Onewas started against Germany for no reason for whichthey were
responsible. They wereguilty of nothing. Only of being successful. They built
upabignavy. They builtupworldtrade...”
