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ABOUT THE EXODUS - making sense of conflicting historical dates.

Resolving some important questions about the dating of Exodus of the I sraglites
from ancient Egypt and who was Pharaoh at thetime.

There are always a number of questions about the Exodus of the Israelites from
ancient Egypt. Here are two of them regarding two different articles: Amenhotep || and
the Historicity of the Exodus Pharaoh and A New Chronology, which Barry
[Setterfield] has been asked about in two separate emails. (See the above link for the
URLYS).

In regard to “ Amenhotep |11 and the Historicity of the Exodus Pharaoh”, Barry
writes... Thanksfor thelink, whichisappreciated. Unfortunately, there are anumber of
problems with both the dating and the Pharaoh of the Exodus here. First, the author is
using the Masoretic text which originated at the Council of Jamniaabout 100AD. The
preferred text was the same as the Alexandrian Septuagint. This gives a significantly
longer chronology back to Adam and allows for all the Egyptian Dynasties to be
accounted for basically in the dates currently accepted by most archaeologists. The
Masoretic text for the Old Testament, which all our modern Bibles have, doesnot allow
that to happen. As aresult, generations of Christian archaeol ogists have spent their
lives trying to re-date Egyptian dynasties in order to bring them into conformity with
theMasoretictext. Thisisentirely unnecessary if the Septuagint (L X X) text isused.

Secondly, mention is made of the fact that Pharaoh Sheshong | is actually
mentioned in our Biblesas Shishak. Thisagainisan artifact of the Masoretic text. The
L XX actually states that this pharaoh is Shushagkim. Shishak is a shortening of this
titleto Shushag. Thiswasthe Horusnamefor Ramesses| 1. Sincethisisfixed asbeing
the name of the pharaoh who invaded Israel on the death of Solomon, all Biblical-
Egyptological chronologies need to take note of thisfact. The current authorsdo not do
that.

Third. much is made of the fact that 1Kings 6:1 gives us accurate information.
There isan unfortunate aspect to this. That time-listing actually drops over 100 years
from the record of Israelite history in the time of the Judges when | srael was under the
control of foreign kings and out of fellowship with God. The early church recognised
this and it is actually hinted at in Stephen's speech to the Sanhedrin in Acts 7. This
passage has posed a problem for those who ignore what has been called the " Omission
Principle" whereby yearsout of fellowship with God areomitted from therecord. When
thesethingsarefactoredin, amuch earlier datefor theexodusisobtai ned.

Fourth, thedatewhichresultsfrom thestudy inthe URL givesadatefor theentry
into Canaan under Joshua which disagrees with most of the archaeological data. Asa
result, many Christian archaeologists try to find "problems’ with the archaeology that
hasbeen doneby "unbelievers'.

Fifth, the use of Jubilee cycles has been shown to be notoriously unreliable. The
Talmud and its suggestions for these cycles was written after the Babylonian captivity

and they weremaking guessesbased ontradition.
= Finally, Josephusactually gives usinformation about the Exodus as does
(4 Artapanus, the Egyptian historian. The story is actually amazing. Moses had




been the Commander in charge of the Egyptian military, and had led an expedition
south and extended Egypt'sterritory 200 milesinto Nubia. Thiswasaunique event, and
the troops sought to make him pharaoh instead of Khaneferre (Sobekhotep 1 V) who had
married Merris(the daughter of Pharaoh Palmonotheswho rescued himfromtheriver).

For this reason, Khaneferre sought an excuse to get rid of Moses, so that when
M oseskilled the Egyptian, Pharaoh had an excuse, and M oseswent into exile.

The Exodus was then in the reign of Dudimose Il (Djedneferre), and what
followed immediately was the 2nd Intermediate Period in Egyptian history when the
Asian Hyksos marched into Egypt and took the country "without a single battle" as
Manetho records. The escaping Israglites also met these "Hyksos', and the Bible calls
them the Amalekites. The date of the Exodus then becomes 1603 BC from all these
considerations, not 1440 BC or thereabouts as these other authors suggest.
Furthermore, we have the history of Egypt to agree with that since the Ipuwer Papyrus
tellsof the 10 plagues suffered by Egypr just beforethe Hyksoscamein.

“A New Chronology” itiscertainly truethat the Septuagint currently appearsto
givethetime of 430 yearsasthetotal time of the Children of Israel in both Canaan and
Egypt. We will deal with the reason for this shortly. However, theimplication is that
this time is counted from the time of the entry of Abram into the Canaan unto the
Exodus. Thisleaves about 215 yearsfor the sojourn in Egypt, and many chronologists
have accepted that as a fact uncritically. However, the debate is ongoing and has
basically beenfuelled by theLX X.

The problem is that when God was personally speaking to Abram in Genesis
15:13, 14, he stated explicitly "Know certainly that your descendantswill be strangers
inalandthat isnot theirs, and will servethem, and they will afflict them 400 years. And
also that nation whom they serve will | judge; afterwards they will come out with great
possessions.”

So point oneisthat it isAbram's descendants, not Abram himself, who are being
spoken of here. That eliminates Abram in the land of Canaan. Second, these
descendants will be servants and afflicted in that land. Abram was never a servant nor
afflicted, nor were I saac or Jacob. As a consequence it could not apply to their timein
theland of Canaan beforeentry into Egypt. Third, thereisasinglenationinview hereas
itsays"that nation". Thiscanonly be Egypt. Fourth, they areto be afflicted in Egypt 400
yearsand then comeout. Thusthereisaperiod of genuine affliction of 400 yearswhich
Abram, Isaac and Jacob never had. Therefore the affliction can only be in Egypt, not
Canaanandthat afflictionlasted 400 years.

Thefifth point isthat the quoted versein Exodus 12:40isfollowed by something
gpecificinverse4l."Andit cameto passat theend of 430 years, onthevery sameday, it
cameto passthat all the armies of the Lord went out of Egypt." Theimplication isthat
they had comeinto Egypt (not Canaan) exactly 430 years before. This meant there was
30 yearsunder Joseph'sadministration and then the affliction began.

Some have questioned how the exact day was known. The day that Abram
entered Canaan was not recorded by him, soit could not havebeen Abram'sentry that is
being referred to. However, the entry of the Children of Israel along with Jacob is
specifically mentioned in Genesis 46 as a defining moment for both Jacob and the rest
of hisfamily. Jacob had an encounter with God the night before assuring him all was
well to gointo Egypt. That day of entry would have been recorded by Joseph and so be
available to Moses. Note also that Stephen, in his address to the Sanhedrinin Acts 7
statesthat Abram's descendants were to be oppressed 400 yearsin Egypt. So that much
isplainif wecompare Scripturewith Scripture.

Finally, the Septuagint quote is interesting in the Greek . The trandation reads
" And the sojourning of the Children of | srael which they sojourned intheland of Egypt
and intheland of Canaan, was430 years." That isfine until onelooksat the Greek text
wherethereisthechanceof ascribal error involvingjust oneletter. Aswehavereceived
it, the passagereads"and IN theland of Canaan..." That word IN in Greek isEN. If that
was not originally EN (in) but EX (out of, or out away from), it would read like this:
" And the sojourning of the Children of | srael which they sojourned intheland of Egypt

| have cometo believe that the geography at Nuweibain the Gulf of Agaba and
archeological evidence confirmed by several different investigators make this the
likeliest crossing site. Looking at map of the Gulf of Agaba, if the wind from the east
did not blow at the crossing site, but further south toward the mouth of the Gulf, it would
not have been animpediment to thel sraelites; and because of theway the Gulf iscanted
from northeast to southwest a strong east wind would act to push the water out of the
Gulf. So my speculation is it lowered the water level sufficiently to expose the land
bridgeat Nuweibabetween Egypt and Arabia.

A commentary | read a few years ago pointed out that the word regularly
tranglated in English as"wall" in this verse might also be trandlated as "boundary". In
other words the water was a boundary on the right and the |eft side of the land bridge,
and not highwallsof water.

Thank you for your very good thoughts. | find myself in basic agreement with
what you have written. | have checked the words used for "wall" in the Hebrew and
Greek anditisvalid to translate those words as " boundary" because that iswhat awall
does- namely formsaboundary - and that isthe basic verbal context. So it would make
sensethat thewater wasnot "piled high" likea"wall" on either side of them, but formed
a"boundary" on either sideof theNuweibaland bridge.

For that to happen, water would have to be drained to the south-west from the
gulf. The strong wind was obviously one agent in doing this. But | suspect that tectonic
forces were aso in action, temporarily lifting that part of gulf from the north. These
forces may well have been associated with the Thera (Santorini) eruption going on
further north again.

This scenario fits all the known facts rather well, so a huge thank you for that
Input. It hascleared up another aspect of that incredibleevent. %
