Diplomatic sourcestold The Jerusalem Post, however, that they did not believe
American Jewry’s anger over the cancellation of an egalitarian prayer section at the
Western Wall would distract Isragl in its campaign for UNESCO recognition of the
JewishandIsragli connection to Jerusalem.

Jordan submitted a resolution on Jerusalem on Monday that callsto rescind “dl
legislative and administrative measures and actions taken by Israel, the occupying
Power, which havealtered or purport to alter the character and statusof the Holy City of
Jerusalem.” Thisincludesthebasiclaw on Jerusalem, theresol ution states.

Earlier this year, UNESCO’s 58-member Executive Board passed a similar
resolution.

Both resol utions backed away from atwo-year campaign by Arab states
to refer solely to Judaism’s holiest sites — the Temple Mount and the Western
4 Wall —solely by their Muslim names. In 2015 and 2016 resol utions, those sites




werereferredtoasAl-HaramAl-Sharif andtheBuragqWall.

|srael’s ambassador to UNESCO, Carmel Shama HaCohen, said that while the
resol ution had been watered down, “we' re not distinguishing between thetexts.” Itisa
bad resol ution designed solely to obsessively “ pursueand persecute” | srael, hesaid.

“We'reexplainingto all the nationsthat no matter how hard youtry to persuadea
person that it’s better to be an oven set to 100 degrees rather than 1,000 degrees, that
personwould prefer to beat room temperature,” hesaid.

| srael doesn’t want softer language—it wantstheresol utionsto end, sheadded.

TheWorld Heritage Committee debates these resolutions on ayearly basissince
1982, when Jerusalem’ s Old City and itssiteswereinscribed under Jordan ontheWorld
HeritageListin Danger.

That inscription must be reaffirmed on ayearly basisuntil suchtimeasthesiteis
no longer classified asendangered.

Israel is now worried that ssimilar annual anti-1srael resolutions will stem from
the Palestinian Authority’s bid this year to inscribe the Old City of Hebron, including
theTomb of the Patriarchs, under “ Palesting” ontheWorld Heritage Listin Danger.

Deputy Foreign Minister Tzipi Hotovely spoke with foreign ambassadors based
in Israel about the pending Hebron vote, and warned that “ Jewish [holy] sitesare being
|slamized.”

'Thenext war will bebloody': Atrip alonglsrael’stensenorthernborder

The next war will be pretty bloody for both sides. Israel will evacuate its
population and | suggest the Lebanese do the same,” Lt.-Col. (res.)

Zehavi heads Alma, alocal organization that briefs visitors about the security
situation — which has grown a bit tense of late.

But despite the ever-present risk of conflict with the L ebanese Shi’ite group, the
community of 2,000 people continuesto grow.

It was a business-as-usual scene that belied the threats overshadowing the border
region.

| srael haslong avoided evacuating civiliansduring wars, but islooking to change
that policy intheNorth. In addition to thethreat posed by Hezbollah's stockpile of more
than 100,000 rockets, the IDF is now concerned about the very real possibility of
ground attacksagainst | sragli communities.

“Hezbollah knows how to fight and how to move large forces,” Zehavi said,
stressing that thegroup wouldlikely not try to seizeany I sragli villages.

But many are worried that Hezbollah “may try to strike fear throughout
the country by massacring civilians.”

“It will be atotally new battlefield than what we saw in 2006,” she said,




pointing out that the group has significantly increased its battlefield knowledge by
fighting for theregime of Bashar A ssad.

“Everything they learn in Syria, including from the Russians, they will put into
usehere.”

| srael and Hezbollah fought a34-day war in 2006. Sincethen, hostilitiesbetween
the sides have been limited to occasional firing from across the border and reported
|sraeli air strikesagainst Hezbollah leadersand military equipmentin Syria.

Israel has the dilemma of responding and deterring Hezbollah while not
escal ating the conflict, it'sall about deterrence and about making them understand that
the cost of conflict will be very high,” Zehavi said. She discussed two scenarios that
wouldlead towar ontheL ebanesefront.

“One would be Iran deciding to give the order to attack Israel, and the other
would be amiscalculation by either side which would escalate into afull-blown war,”
she asserted as she pointed out alarge poster put up by Hezbollah on ahill overlooking
housesbeing constructedin Metulla.

Next to the poster, which Zehavi said was put up last week to commemorate al-
Quds Day, fly two Hezbollah flags and a large Palestinian one. A Hezbollah poster
features a photo of the Dome of the Rock and an armed fighter. The face of Ayatollah
Ruhollah Khomeini glowers down over the dome where “We are coming” iswrittenin
Hebrew and Arabic.

Hezbollah, which is supported by the majority of the Shi’ite population in
L ebanon, has not only inserted itself into every aspect of civil life, butisusing civilian
homesto storeitsweapons, an arsena rebuilt and improved withthehelp of Iran.

The area near the L ebanese border has been flagged by the IDF asvulnerableto
enemy infiltration and has seen two suchincursionsinto I srael since 2009, Zehavi said.
Whilethe army hasn'’t found any tunnelsinthe North, theterrain allowsfightersto hide
ahead of an attack, shesaid, adding, “ Hezbollah knowshow todig.”

The border fence was originally built in the 1980s. While sections have been
upgraded several timeswith engineered barriers—including reinforced concrete panels
several meters high and concrete walls and fortified watchtowers—it is considered by
sometobeinpoor condition.

This has led Isradl to invest significant amounts of money and effort into
strengthening defenses along the border over the past several years, creating obstacles
such as artificia cliffs and building high concrete barriers to help prevent ground
attacksby Hezbollah.

A six-meter tall steel and barbed wire“smart fence” stretching several kilometers
with information collection centers and warning systems is to be built aong two
stretches of the L ebanese border. According to Zehavi, one can already see the fence
being built between Rosh Hanikraand Kibbutz Hanita, northeast of Nahariya.

But it is not only along those stretches that one can find construction aimed at
protecting civilians. Fortified shelters that include bus stops have recently been
constructed. Additional recently built barriers can be seen when driving toward the

Syrian border on a short detour toward the town of Ghajar, which straddles the
| srael-L ebanon border. These barriers are intended to shield civilians from the
(6)  kind of fighting that broke out on June 25, when five rebel groups attacked




Syrian regime positionsnear Quneitrawithin view of the Golan Heights. After two days
of fighting, in which numerous projectiles hit on Israel’s side of the border and Israel
responded by targeting Syrian regime military positions, the rebel attack was beaten
back and quiet returned to theborder area.

Thierry Laskart, aresident and tour guide who haslived in the Golan kibbutz of
El Rom for seven years, said the intermittent fighting isnormal in the areafor the last
few years.

Why Iran and I srael may be on the verge of conflict — in Syria

TEL AVIV — Some Israelisliketo go to the Golan, where from the safety of a
ramp overlooking thevalley bel ow, they can watch— no binoculars needed — the most
consequential regional event of theage: the Syriancivil war.

Thisweek, however, thelsrael Defense Forcesclosed theareafor visitors, letting
inonly thelocal farmerswho worried about missing thecherry harvest.

That’s because for three daysin arow, mortar shells flew across the border onto
thelsraeli-controlled side of the Golan, putting war gawkersat too muchrisk.

Most likely, the shells overflew their real target: one of the sides in the
increasingly heated battle in an area around Quneitra, atown divided between Israel
and Syria. Various Sunni militias are entrenched in the area, and Syrian forcesloyal to
Bashar al-Assad aretryingto clear them out.

IDF intelligence chief Herzi Halevi said Iran isalso building
armsfactoriesin Lebanon, acountry now dominated by itslocal proxy, Hezbollah. The
mullahs, he said, similarly use Yemeni proxies, the Houthis, to manufacture
weaponsinthat strategically located country next door to Saudi Arabia. %
