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The Begin Doctrine:
The Lessons of Osirak
and Delr ez-Zor

What is known as “the Begin Doctrine”
instructs that countries that are hostile
to Israel and that call for its destruction
must not be allowed to develop a
nuclear military capability that could be
used against Israel. Israel’s attacks
against the nuclear reactors under
construction in Irag and in Syria
achieved total destruction of the
reactors, and without casualties.

Moreover, history has shown that in
light of the developments that followed
the respective attacks, the nuclear
programs of lrag and Syria were
postponed for significantly longer
periods than might have ensued through
“technical delays.” However, these two
cases do not necessarily point to a doctr

ine that will be eternally viable. Israel’s
enemies have learned the lessons of the
attacks on the reactors in Irag and in
Syria, and they have built more difficult
challenges in face of potential attack.
Thus, the State of Israel’s current and
future leaders will not escape the need
to thoroughly analyze strategic targets
and risks in the future context of enemy
plans to develop and be armed with
nuclear weapons.

The decision to attack a nuclear reactor
in enemy territory is one of the most
difficult decisions that an Israeli leader
may face. Prime Minister Menahem
Begin drafted the unofficial doctrine
that is named for him, “the Begin
Doctrine,” seeking to prevent countries
hostile to Israel calling for its
destruction from developing a nuclear
military capability.

There are critical arguments against a
decision to attack a nuclear reactor in an
enemy country:

A. Operational risks: The reactors are
high value targets that are well
protected, and thus an attack incurs the
risk of casualties and possible mission
failure, which might compound
strategic embarrassment with strategic
and political costs. Incidentally, Israel’s
attack on the reactor in Iraq in 1981 was
launched shortly after the botched
American attempt in 1980 to rescue the
hostages trapped in the United States
embassy in Tehran, a failure that
resulted in human and material costs
and loss of prestige.

B. Political risks: The international
community opposes preemptive strikes
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and deems them acts of aggression
rather than self-defense. Consequently,
international sanctions and punitive
measures are possible responses to an
attack, and these may result in
significant strategic costs.

C. Risk of deterioration into war: The
enemy’s response might be wide scale
and painful — from missile fire and
attacks on high value targets in Israel, to
all-out war, particularly if there is a
common border.

D. Positive alternatives: over time,
additional, less radical solutions than
attack might emerge. Perhaps the
regime hostile to Israel will change, or
the world powers will be challenged to
put a stop to a nuclear program in a
rogue state, as was the case with the
Libyan nuclear program. In this context,
in 2007, Israeli Prime Minister Ehud
Olmert indeed asked US President
George W. Bush to attack the reactor in
Syria, but this request was denied.

E. Attacking a nuclear reactor is only
possible before it is hot, i.e., it can only
be destroyed long before operational
capability has been developed. And
herein lies the dilemma: at an early
stage, attack feasibility is high while
legitimacy is low, but by the time
legitimacy arrives, attack is not an
option. Postponing the decision to
attack gradually rules out any ability to
destroy the reactor.

F. In technical and engineering terms,
destroying a reactor can only postpone
“the inevitable” by a few years,
assuming a regime is determined to
acquire nuclear weapons. Sometimes

the attack itself might accelerate the
effort to acquire a nuclear weapon.
Therefore, before the Israeli
government decided to attack nuclear
reactors, in 1981 in Iraq and in 2007 in
Syria, thorough deliberations were held,
and disagreements arose at both the
political and military echelons about the
pros and cons of carrying out the
attack....

The Russian Military
Warns: a Major. War
In Syria Is Imminent

On March 17, the Russian General Staff
warned about an imminent attack on
Syria. The statement did not elaborate.
Of course, some information is
classified but an independent and
impartial analysis of publicly available
information leads one to the same
conclusion. Let’s look at the facts.

There are warships deployed by US
Navy in the Red Sea, the
Mediterranean, and the Persian Gulf.
They are ready to launch roughly 400
long-range Tomahawks against a target
in the Middle East on any given day.
Sea-launched cruise missiles were used
to strike Syria in April. Anything that is
at all related to the military operations
on the island of Diego Garcia in the
Indian Ocean is hush-hush information,
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but it’s an open secret that the strategic
bombers based there can launch at least
a hundred cruise missiles and then use
other high-precision munitions in a
follow-up attack. On average, one
bomber carries 20 Bowing AGM-86
ALCMs.

Five bombers are believed to be
normally stationed on this island that is
off-limits to inquisitive outsiders. This
means that at least 500 cruise missiles
can be fired on short notice.

On March 17, Russian Foreign Minister
Sergey Lavrov declared that Great
Britain, France, and some additional
countries besides the US had special
forces operating in Syria that were
engaging the Syrian Army directly. But
it’s not just commandos.

It was reported on March 16 that the
UK would be stationing a significant
number of troops at the US-controlled
Al-Tanf military base, adjacent to the
Iraqi border. This facility is prominently
featured in NATQO’s war planning in
Syria. It blocks the corridor linking Iran
to Lebanon via Syria and Irag. The size
of the deployment — about 2,300
troops accompanied by tanks and
helicopters — is too significant just to

be intended to fight Islamic State
militants who are already on the run.

Before that, the US had already sent
600 troops with armored vehicles to the
base. And American reinforcements
have also been sent to the Omar oil
field.

On March 12, US Ambassador to the
UN Nikki Haley threatened military
action against Syria. Experience has
shown that the US will strike first and
think about explanations later. It’ll no
doubt “invent” some pretext to justify
its actions.

Tensions have risen since last week. For
instance, the mainstream media raised a
ruckus over a mysterious “large
underground” North Korean military
base in Syria! This story about
Pyongyang helping Syria to rebuild its
chemical stockpiles and other urban
legends are going viral.

The escalation coincided with the
March 16 meeting between the Russian,
Iranian, and Turkish foreign ministers in
Astana to discuss further plans to bring
peace to Syria, including expanding the
concept of the de-escalation zones. That
meeting laid the ground for a summit in
Istanbul on April 4. There are about two
weeks still to go. This top-level event
could produce landmark decisions that
might foil the West’s plans in Syria. Not
much time is left. From the American
perspective, this calls for urgent action
to stymie that process.
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Washington’s plan includes the goal of
partitioning Syria in such a way that a
large chunk of it would remain under
the control of the US-led coalition. The
Americans are already assembling
municipal councils on the lands east of
the Euphrates River. This area must be
retained at any cost in order to ensure
that Washington has a say in the future
settlement of this war-torn country,
otherwise all the hard work put in so far
will go down the drain, undercutting
America’s global standing and
diminishing its clout in the Middle East.
Losing Syria would be tantamount to
suffering a major defeat in its
confrontation with Iran, which it
considers its arch-enemy. The plans
include a rollback of Russian forces.
Syria is the right place to do that. If the
Russian military is openly warning the
world of an imminent strike, that is a
serious threat. And it does not look like
a one-strike operation. This time we’re
in for something much more serious —
a large-scale operation to “contain”
Russia, beat back Iran, win the support
of the rich oil-exporting Arab nations
and make them pay huge sums for
American weapons, and show the world
the US is omnipresent and adamant in
its desire to dictate its will.
